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A new, non-disciplinary option 
gives some licensees another 
way to resolve cases before the 
Texas Medical Board.

In the past, TMB had only two 
options for resolving a com-
plaint against a physician: 
dismissal of the complaint or 
public disciplinary action.

During the last legislative ses-
sion however, Senate Bill 227 
and House Bill 680 established 
a more educational and cor-
rective process. Now, TMB can 
resolve certain complaints 
through something called a 
Remedial Plan, rather than for-
mal disciplinary action. 

Remedial Plans facilitate reso-
lution of complaints effi  ciently 
to serve both parties’ interests 
in protection of the public and 
give doctors an opportunity to 
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Remedial plans replace disciplinary

 action in some cases
improve their practices. Re-
medial Plans are public docu-
ments and appear on a physi-
cians’ public profi le.  

Here is an example of what 
might appear on the public 
profi le of a physician with a 
Remedial Plan:

On November 4, 2011, the 
Board and Dr. XYZ entered 
into a non-disciplinary Reme-
dial Plan requiring Dr. XYZ to 
complete within one year four 
hours of CME in ethics and 
pay an administrative fee of 
$500 within 60 days. The Board 
found Dr. XYZ failed to use the 
Texas Electronic Death Registry 
and/or did not sign a death 
certifi cate in a timely manner. 
Dr. XYZ does not admit to or 
deny the fi ndings but agreed to 
settle to avoid the uncertainty of  
litigation.

Safeguarding a doctor’s independent judgment
Senate Bill 894 allows hospitals in certain circumstances to di-
rectly hire physicians – but it also provides clear protections to 
ensure that employed physicians maintain independent medical 
judgment.

The bill requires that a hospital directly hiring physicians appoint 
a chief medical offi  cer and put in place policies to ensure that a 
physician employed by the hospital exercises the physician’s

    Senate Bill 263 requires

Sex abuse penalty
now more severe
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Remedial, cont’d

A physician on a Remedial Plan 
will not have his or her name  
listed in the Board’s newsletter 
or in the Board’s press releases.  
Most importantly, these Reme-
dial Plans are not considered 
“disciplinary” in nature and, 
as such, are not reportable to 
the National Practitioner Data 
Bank.

Remedial Plans typically are 
off ered for administrative 
violations after a complaint is 
received or in other situations 
after an investigation is com-
pleted.

In some instances, a case is 
reviewed by the Quality As-

surance Panel (“QAP”) of the 
Board.  This panel reviews the 
medical records pertaining to a 
case, the Board’s Expert Physi-
cian Panel Report and the phy-
sician’s responsive materials.  

After reviewing this material, 
the QAP may determine that a 
violation of the Medical Prac-
tice Act occurred, but that giv-
en the nature of the violation, 
the matter could potentially be 
resolved with a Remedial Plan. 

In other instances, the case may 
proceed to litigation, where it 
is assigned to a staff  attorney 
and scheduled for an Informal 
Settlement Conference/Show 

Compliance proceeding.  The 
purpose of the ISC hearing is to 
provide an informal forum for 
representatives of the Board to 
review the information and for 
the licensee to show that he or 
she is in compliance with the 
Medical Practice Act.

At the ISC, the Board may de-
termine that a Remedial Plan 
is the most appropriate way 
to resolve the case. Remedial 
Plans are non-negotiable, and 
usually have to be accepted by 
a specifi c deadline.

Did you know?

Physicians or surgeons who 
use offi  ce-based anesthesia 
must notify the Board in writ-
ing within 15 days if a proce-
dure results in an unanticipat-
ed and unplanned transport 
of the patient to a hospital for 

observation or treatment for 
a period in excess of 24 hours. 
Additionally the physician 
must notify the board of a pa-
tient’s death intraoperatively 
or within the immediate post-
operative period (72 hours).

Safeguarding, cont’d
independent medical judgment in 
providing care to patients.

In addition, the hospital must put in 
place a mechanism to process and 
resolve complaints regarding inter-
ference or attempted interference 
with a physician’s independent 
medical judgment.

The chief medical offi  cer must 
notify the Texas Medical Board 
(TMB) that the hospital is employ-
ing physicians and that the chief 
medical offi  cer will be the hospital’s 

designated contact with TMB. 

The chief medical offi  cer must im-
mediately report to TMB any action 
or event that the chief medical 
offi  cer reasonably and in good faith 
believes constitutes a compromise 
of the independent medical judg-
ment of a physician in caring for a 
patient. 

The law provides that the physician 
may not be disciplined for reason-
ably advocating for patient care.

The bill expanded the current 

exemptions from the prohibition of 
the corporate practice of medicine 
to include a hospital in a county 
with a population of less than 
50,000, a hospital designated as a 
critical access hospital, or a hospital 
that is a sole community hospital.

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As a prerequisite to the annual 
registration of an acupunctur-
ist license, acupuncturists must 
complete 17 hours of Continu-
ing Acupuncture Education 
each year. Recent amendments 
to Board Rules regarding CAE 
expand the range of courses 
available to licensees to fulfi ll 
licensure requirements. 

Newly included are those 
approved by the National 
Certifi cation Commission for 
Acupuncture and Oriental 
Medicine (NCCAOM) for pro-
fessional development activ-
ity credit and courses that are 
provided outside of the United 
States by providers of CAE that 
are acceptable to the Board. 

Required hours must be from 
courses that meet one of the 
following criteria at the time 
the hours are taken: 

- are designated or otherwise 
approved for credit by the 
Texas State Board of Acu-
puncture Examiners based on 
a review and recommenda-
tion of the course content by 
the Education Committee; 

- are off ered by approved 
providers; 

-  have been approved for 
CAE credit for a minimum 
of three years by another 
state acupuncture board 
having fi rst gone through a 

formal approval process;

-  have been approved by 
the NCCAOM (National 
Certifi cation Commission 
for Acupuncture and Ori-
ental Medicine) for profes-
sional development activ-
ity credit; * or 

-  are provided outside 
of the United States by 
a provider of continuing 
acupuncture education 
that are acceptable to the 
Board. *

(*No more than a total of 
eight hours completed 
meeting the last two crite-
ria above may be applied 
to the total hours required 
each registration period.) 

At least eight hours shall be in 
general acupuncture in order 
to ensure that a licensee’s CAE 
is comprehensive and that the 
licensee’s overall acupuncture 
knowledge, skills and compe-
tence are enhanced. 

At least one of the required 
hours shall be from a course in 
ethics. 

At least two of the required 
hours shall be in herbology. 
More than two hours shall be 
expected of a licensee whose 
primary practice includes pre-
scriptions of herbs. 

For licensees applying for re-

newal of their licensees on or 
after November 30, 2010, at 
least one of the required hours 
will be in biomedicine. 

No more than two of the re-
quired hours may be from 
courses that primarily relate to 
practice enhancement or busi-
ness or offi  ce administration. 
Courses may be taught through 
live lecture, distance learning, 
or the Internet.

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Board Rule Changes
The following Board Rule Changes went into ef-
fect June 28, September 18, December 4, 18, 22 
and 25, 2011.

CHAPTER 163. LICENSURE:  The amendment 
to §163.1, relating to Defi nitions, amends lan-
guage based on passage of House Bill 1380 
(82nd Regular Session) that amended Chapter 
155 of the Texas Occupations Code and changed 
the current graduate medical training require-
ment for graduates of foreign medical schools 
from three years to two years for purposes of ob-
taining a full Texas medical license. The amend-
ment to §163.2, relating to Full Texas Medical 
License for Licensure, establishes an expedited 
licensure process for applicants who are military 
spouses in accordance with Senate Bill 1733 
(81st Regular Session). Amendment to §163.6, 
relating to Examinations Accepted for Licensure, 
in accordance with Senate Bill 867 (82nd Regular 
Session), provides that the Board will provide 
reasonable accommodations for those licensure 
applicants who have been diagnosed with dys-
lexia taking the jurisprudence examination.

The amendment to §163.7, relating to 10-Year 
Rule, provides that applicants for licensure who 
have not passed an acceptable licensure exami-
nation within the 10 years prior to the date of 
application, must submit proof of passage of a 
monitored examination for board certifi cation or 
recertifi cation issued by a member board of the 
American Board of Medical Specialties or Bureau 
of Osteopathic Specialists, or by the American 
Board of Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery, passed 
within the ten years prior to date of applying 
for licensure. Current language allows for board 
certifi cation examination or evaluation, which 
is inconsistent with the specialty boards’ recent 
replacement of recertifi cation with maintenance 
of continuous certifi cation.

The amendment to §163.11, relating to Active 

Practice of Medicine, provides that applicants 
for licensure who have not actively practiced 
medicine within either of the two years prior to 
the date of application, must submit proof of 
passage of a monitored examination for board 
certifi cation issued by a member board of the 
American Board of Medical Specialties or Bureau 
of Osteopathic Specialists, or by the American 
Board of Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery, passed 
within the two years prior to date of applying for 
licensure. Current language allows for examina-
tion or evaluation, which is inconsistent with the 
specialty boards’ recent replacement of recertifi -
cation with maintenance of continuous certifi ca-
tion.

CHAPTER 167. REINSTATEMENT AND REISSU-

ANCE: The amendment to §167.8, concerning 
Certain Persons Ineligible for Reinstatement or 
Reissuance of License, provides that in general, 
the Texas Medical Board may not grant reinstate-
ment or reissuance of a license to a licensee who 
has received a felony conviction in relation to 
sexual abuse against a child, in accordance with 
Senate Bill 263 (82nd Regular Session).

CHAPTER 171. POSTGRADUATE TRAINING 

PERMITS: Amendment to §171.6, concerning 
Duties of Program Directors to Report, provides 
that a postgraduate training program director 
does not have to report to the Texas Medical 
Board if a program participant is on leave from a 
program based on military leave or family leave 
not related to the PIT holder’s medical condition.

CHAPTER 172. TEMPORARY AND LIMITED 

LICENSES: Amendment to §172.8, concern-
ing Faculty Temporary License, provides that 
two rather than three years practicing under a 
faculty temporary license shall be the equiva-
lent of two years of postgraduate training for 
the purpose of full licensure. Amendment to 
§172.12, concerning Out-of-State Telemedicine 
License, provides that applicants for out-of-state 
telemedicine licenses who have not passed an 
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acceptable licensure examination within the 10 
years prior to the date of application must sub-
mit proof of passage of a monitored examina-
tion for board certifi cation issued by a member 
board of the American Board of Medical Special-
ties or Bureau of Osteopathic Specialists, or by 
the American Board of Oral and Maxillofacial 
Surgery, passed within the 10 years prior to 
date of applying for licensure. Current language 
allows for current board certifi cation, which 
would include applicants who have been grand-
fathered and not required to pass monitored 
recertifi cation examinations.

Amendment to §172.16, concerning Provisional 
Licenses for Medically Underserved Areas pro-
vides that a temporary license shall be granted 
to a provisional license holder upon expiration 
of the provisional license if the licensure appli-
cant (1) meets all requirements for full licensure, 
or (2) has been referred to the Licensure Com-
mittee (Committee) for review, but due to a 
force majeure, the Committee must defer action 
until the Committee’s next scheduled meeting, 
yet the provisional license is set to expire before 
that next Committee meeting will occur.

CHAPTER 173, PHYSICIAN PROFILES: Amend-
ment to §173.1 concerning Profi le Contents 
provides that a physician must include on their 
profi le whether the physician provides utiliza-
tion review services for an insurance company 
and the name of the insurance company.

CHAPTER 175. FEES AND PENALTIES: Amend-
ment to §175.1, concerning Application and 
Administrative Fees,  removes all language relat-
ing to surcharges as this term is used only for 
internal agency purposes and its removal elimi-
nates confusion; increases the application fee for 
physician-in-training permits used to complete 
rotations in Texas by $1 due to fee increases set 
by the Department of Information Resources; 
and sets the fee at $18 for the processing of Phy-
sician/Physician Assistant Jointly-Owned Entity 

Annual Reports. The amendment to §175.2, 
concerning Registration and Renewal Fees, 
removes all language relating to surcharges as 
this term is used only for internal agency pur-
poses and its removal eliminates confusion. The 
amendment to §175.5, concerning Payment of 
Fees or Penalties, provides that additional fees 
shall be incurred by individuals who renew their 
applications online or through hard-copy, de-
pending on the format.

CHAPTER 177. BUSINESS ORGANIZATIONS 

: Amendment to §177.12, concerning Revo-
cation and Certifi cation, permits the Board to 
assess administrative penalties against nonprofi t 
health organizations that operate in contraven-
tion to the law. New §177.14, concerning Thera-
peutic Optometrists, provides that physicians 
and therapeutic optometrists may form jointly 
owned entities. New §177.15, concerning Po-
diatrists, provides that physicians and podiatrists 
may form jointly owned entities. New §177.16, 
concerning Physician Assistants, provides that 
physicians and physician assistants may form 
jointly owned entities. New §177.17, concern-
ing Exceptions to Corporate Practice of Medicine 
Doctrine, sets out exceptions to the corporate 
practice of medicine doctrine that prohibits phy-
sicians from being directly employed by non-
physicians. 

CHAPTER 178. COMPLAINTS: The amendment 
to §178.2, relating to Defi nitions, deletes lan-
guage that allows persons to fi le anonymous 
complaints. The amendment to §178.3, relating 
to Complaint Procedure Notifi cation, requires 
autopsy facilities to post notices on how to fi le 
complaints with the Board. The amendment to 
§178.4, relating to Complaint Initiation, estab-
lishes that licensees shall be provided the name 
and address of complainants who are insurance 
or pharmaceutical companies.

The amendment to §178.5, relating to Prelimi-
nary Investigation of a Complaint, extends the 
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preliminary investigation timeline from 30 to 45 
days. New §178.9, relating to Statute of Limi-
tations, creates statute of limitations of seven 
years for standard of care complaints (except for 
cases regarding minors) to match medical re-
cord retention requirements.

CHAPTER 180. TEXAS PHYSICIAN HEALTH 

PROGRAM AND REHABILITATION ORDERS: 
Amendment to §180.4, concerning Operation 
of Program, provides that all or part of the annu-
al fee for program participation may be waived 
by the governing board and establishes proce-
dures for when the medical director requests 
advice from a case review panel.

CHAPTER 183, ACUPUNCTURE: Amendment 
to §183.20, relating to Continuing Acupunc-
ture Education (CAE), expands the scope of 
acceptable Continuing Acupuncture Education 
to include courses approved by the National 
Certifi cation Commission Acupuncture and 
Oriental Medicine (NCCAOM) for professional 
development activity credit and courses that 
are provided outside of the United States by a 
provider of continuing acupuncture education 
that are acceptable to the Board. Amendment 
to §183.24 relating to Procedure provides that 
the procedural rules under Chapter 187 shall be 
applied to acupuncturists.

CHAPTER 184. SURGICAL ASSISTANTS: The 
amendment to §184.4, relating to Qualifi cations 
for Licensure, establishes an expedited licensure 
process for applicants who are military spouses 
in accordance with Senate Bill 1733 (81st Regu-
lar Session). The amendment to §184.5, relating 
to Procedural Rules for Licensure Applicants, 
provides for expiration of applications after 
one year and grounds for licensure application 
extensions that are consistent with those for 
medical licensure. The amendment to §184.6, 
relating to Licensure Documentation, provides 
that applicants must provide transcripts as part 
of the licensure application process, and that the 

Board may allow for substitute documentation 
after proof that an applicant has made exhaus-
tive eff orts to obtain documentation originally 
requested.

CHAPTER 187. PROCEDURAL RULES:  The 
amendment to §187.2, relating to Defi nitions, 
amends the defi nition of “petition” to include 
appeals by applicants for licensure and adds a 
defi nition for “remedial plan.” The amendment 
to §187.9, relating to Board Actions, adds a 
process for the Board to issue nondisciplinary 
remedial plans for licensees. The amendment to 
§187.13, relating to Informal Board Proceedings 
Relating to Licensure Eligibility, adds a process 
for the Board to issue nondisciplinary remedial 
plans with applicants for licensure. 

The amendment to §187.14, relating to Infor-
mal Resolution of Disciplinary Issues Against a 
Licensee, adds language on remedial plans and 
specifi es that the Quality Assurance Committee 
may refer investigations to be heard at an infor-
mal settlement conference. The amendment to 
§187.16, relating to Informal Show Compliance 
Proceedings (ISCs), provides that for complaints 
fi led with the Board after September 1, 2011, 
and that are scheduled for ISCs, 45 days before 
the scheduled ISC, Respondents must be given 
45 days notice and copies of the information to 
be presented. The amendment to §187.18, re-
lating to Informal Show Compliance Proceeding 
and Settlement Conference Based on Personal 
Appearance, provides that for complaints fi led 
with the Board after September 1, 2011, and 
that are scheduled for informal settlement con-
ferences (ISCs), Respondents must provide re-
buttals 15 days before the scheduled ISCs. Also 
that upon request by a Respondent, the Board 
shall record an ISC and the Respondent shall be 
responsible for the cost. Also, ISC panels may 
recommend remedial plans in order to resolve 
complaints. 

The amendment to §187.19, relating to Resolu-
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tion by Agreed Order, includes references to re-
medial plans. The amendment to §187.20, relat-
ing to Board Action on Agreed Orders, includes 
references to remedial plans. The amendment 
to §187.24, relating to Pleadings, provides that 
in cases where applicants for licensure appeal 
ineligibility determinations, the applicants are 
responsible for fi ling petitions with the State Of-
fi ce of Administrative Hearings. 

The amendment to §187.37, relating to Final 
Decisions and Orders, provides that the Board 
may not change fi ndings of fact or conclusions 
of law as determined by administrative law 
judges, but the Board may seek judicial review. 
In addition, all sanction determinations are to 
be determined by the Board. The amendment 
to §187.38, relating to Motions for Rehearing, 
establishes the process for the Board to seek 
judicial review of an ALJ determination by fi ling 
a motion for rehearing. 

The amendment to §187.43, relating to Pro-
ceedings for the Modifi cation/Termination of 
Agreed Orders and Disciplinary Orders, provides 
that a licensee may not seek modifi cation or 
termination of a remedial plan and an agreed 
order entered into by a licensee may not be sub-
sequently converted into a remedial plan. The 
amendment to §187.55, relating to Purpose, 
provides that the Board may temporarily restrict 
a license through a temporary restriction pro-
ceeding. 

The amendment to §187.56, relating to Con-
vening a Disciplinary Panel, provides that, prior 
to the scheduling of a temporary suspension or 
restricting hearing, the executive director shall 
provide names of board members to the board 
president for appointment to the disciplinary 
panel. The amendment to §187.57, relating to 
Charge of the Disciplinary Panel, provides that 
the board may temporarily suspend or restrict 
the license of a licensee who has been arrested 
for a sexual assault crime against a child. The 

amendment to §187.58, relating to Procedures 
Before the Disciplinary Panel, amends language 
to include language on temporary restrictions. 
The amendment to §187.61, relating to Ancil-
lary Proceeding, amends language to include 
provisions for temporary restrictions and es-
tablishes that temporary restrictions or suspen-
sions based on arrests for sexual assault crimes 
against a child are to remain in eff ect until there 
is a fi nal disposition of a criminal matter when 
the licensee in sentenced. 

The amendment to §187.62, relating to Con-
tinuing Threat Constitutes a Danger to the 
Public, amends language to include provisions 
for temporary restrictions. The amendment to 
§187.83, relating to Complaints, Investigations, 
and Proceedings for Cease and Desist Orders, es-
tablishes procedures for public cease and desist 
hearings. 

CHAPTER 190, DISCIPLINARY GUIDELINES: 
Amendment to §190.8 concerning Violation 
Guidelines provides that if a licensee submits 
an appropriate fee but an incomplete renewal 
application that is not complete within one year 
from the expiration date of the licensee’s reg-
istration certifi cate, the licensee shall be found 
to have committed unprofessional conduct as 
defi ned under the Medical Practice Act. 

CHAPTER 190. DISCIPLINARY GUIDELINES: 
The amendment to §190.8, concerning Viola-
tion Guidelines, requires a physician that per-
forms autopsies to obtain informed consent 
from a patient’s authorized representatives.  The 
amendment to §190.14, Disciplinary Sanction 
Guidelines, requires the Board to revoke a physi-
cian’s license if placed on deferred adjudication, 
community supervision for an off ense related 
to the sexual or aggravated assault of a child, 
continuous sexual abuse of a child, or indecency 
with a child. The amendment also requires the 
Board to suspend or restrict a physician’s license 
for an arrest related to the sexual or aggravated 
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assault of a child or indecency with a child.

CHAPTER 195, PAIN MANAGEMENT CLINICS: 
Amendment to §195.2 concerning Certifi ca-
tion of Pain Management Clinics, establishes the 
procedures for withdrawal and cancellation re-
quests and ineligibility determinations for pain 
management clinic certifi cates. Amendment to 
§195.4 concerning Operation of Pain Manage-
ment Clinics remedies incorrect citations. The 
amendments set out that in cases where a pain 
management clinic is owned by multiple physi-
cians, only the medical director must submit an 
application for certifi cation to the Board. Addi-
tional amendments include provisions relating 
to the temporary suspension of certifi cation, 
confi dentiality of the Board’s records relating to 
applications for and investigations of pain man-
agement clinics, and expiration of applications.

CHAPTER 199, PUBLIC INFORMATION: Amend-
ment to §199.4 concerning Charges for Copies 
of Public Records  provides updates to agency 
department names and updates descriptions of 
public information commonly requested by the 
public and the electronic format of the informa-
tion.
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The Texas Medical Board issued medical 
licenses to 2,156 physicians between 
May 1, 2011 and December 15, 2011.

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Disciplinary Actions
TEMPORARY SUSPENSION

Day, Calvin Lee, Jr., M.D., Lic. No. G1883, San Antonio

On June 25, 2011, a Disciplinary Panel of the Texas 
Medical Board temporarily suspended, with notice, the 
license of Calvin Lee Day Jr., M.D., after determining that 
Dr. Day’s continued practice of medicine constitutes a 
continuing threat and real danger to his patients and to 
the public. The Panel found Dr. Day is unable to practice 
medicine with reasonable skill and safety to patients as 
a result of a mental or physical condition and that he 
engaged in sexually inappropriate behavior and violated 
a law connected with his practice of medicine. On Janu-
ary 27, 2011, Dr. Day was arrested by the San Antonio 
police for sexually assaulting a patient after luring her to 
a locked back room at his offi  ce. Following news cover-
age of that arrest, four more patients came forward with 
allegations that Dr. Day had sexually assaulted them 
as well. On May 11, 2011, Dr. Day was indicted in Bexar 
County on two counts of sexual assault. The temporary 
suspension remains in eff ect until the Board takes fur-
ther action.

Fischer, Charles Henry, Lic. No. G6438, Austin

On November 22, 2011, a Disciplinary Panel of the Texas 
Medical Board temporarily suspended, without notice, 
the medical license of Charles Henry Fischer, M.D., after 
determining that Dr. Fischer’s continuation in the prac-
tice of medicine constitutes a continuing threat to the 
public welfare. The panel found that Dr. Fischer, a psy-
chiatrist at the Austin State Hospital in Austin, has dem-
onstrated a pattern of sexually abusing teenage boys in 
his care for inpatient psychiatric treatment over a period 
of nearly 20 years. The suspension remains in eff ect until 
the Board takes further action.

Fowler, Stephen Rice, M.D., Lic. No. H9514, Ennis

On October 14, 2011, a Disciplinary Panel of the Texas 
Medical Board temporarily suspended, without notice, 
the medical license of Stephen Rice Fowler, M.D., after 
determining that Dr. Fowler’s continuation in the prac-
tice of medicine constitutes a continuing threat to the 
public welfare. The Board found Dr. Fowler was arrested 
on July 28, 2011 for public intoxication by the Irving Po-
lice Department. Medical records provided to the Board 
confi rmed that Dr. Fowler continues to struggle with 
sobriety, but has refused inpatient treatment. The sus-
pension remains in eff ect until the Board takes further 
action.

Freeman, Scott, M.D., Permit No. BP30037589, Houston

On July 8, 2011, a disciplinary panel of the Texas Medical 
Board temporarily suspended, without notice, the phy-
sician-in-training permit of Scott Freeman, M.D., a family 
medicine resident at University of Texas Health Science 
Center at Houston Medical School. The suspension was 
based on the panel’s determination that Dr. Freeman’s 
continuation in the practice of medicine poses a con-
tinuing threat to the public welfare. The panel found Dr. 
Freeman is again abusing alcohol, cocaine and other 
substances. Several urinalysis samples provided by Dr. 
Freeman have tested positive for alcohol and cocaine. In 
addition, Dr. Freeman has tested positive for benzodiaz-
epines. The suspension remains in eff ect until the Board 
takes further action. 

Gullapalli, Uma Rani, M.D., Lic. No. J1256, Victoria

On June 20, 2011, a Disciplinary Panel of the Texas Medi-
cal Board temporarily suspended, with notice, the medi-
cal license of Uma Rani Gullapalli, M.D. after determining 
that Dr. Gullapalli’s continuation in the practice of medi-
cine constitutes a continuing threat to the public wel-
fare. The Board found Dr. Gullapalli violated Board rules 
related to the operation of pain management clinics, 
failed to use diligence in her professional practice, failed 
to properly supervise others and improperly delegated 
professional medical responsibility to unlicensed per-
sonnel.

Jacoby, David James, M.D., Lic. No. E2634, Austin

On May 16, 2011, a disciplinary panel of the Texas Medi-
cal Board held a Temporary Suspension Hearing Without 
Notice and suspended the license of Austin physician 
David James Jacoby, M.D., after determining that Dr. 
Jacoby poses a continuing threat to the public welfare 
due to his lack of competence, impaired status or failure 
to care adequately for his patients. The suspension went 
into eff ect immediately.

Jimenez, Mauricio Ernesto, M.D., Lic. No. J9720, El Paso

On June 27, 2011, a disciplinary panel of the Texas Medi-
cal Board held a Temporary Suspension Hearing Without 
Notice and suspended the license of Mauricio Ernesto 
Jimenez, M.D., after determining that Dr. Jimenez poses 
a continuing threat and real danger to patients and the 
public due to Dr. Jimenez’s lack of competence, impaired 
status or failure to care adequately for his patients.The 
suspension went into eff ect immediately.
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Rice, Theresa Cachuela, M.D., Lic. No. G1174, Houston

On September 13, 2011, the Texas Medical Board au-
tomatically suspended the license of Theresa Cachuela 
Rice, M.D., requiring Dr. Rice, to immediately cease 
practicing medicine in Texas. The Board found Dr. Rice 
engaged in unprofessional or dishonorable conduct 
by failing to comply with her March 2010 disciplinary 
order. Specifi cally, the Board found Dr. Rice violated the 
2010 Order by failing to complete the required CME and 
failing to take and pass the Texas Medical Jurisprudence 
Exam as stipulated by the 2010 Order. The automatic 
suspension is eff ectively immediately.

Sunderland, Margaret Carol, M.D., Lic. No. H5076,

Corvallis OR     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Margaret Carol Sun-
derland, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order of Tempo-
rary Suspension requiring Dr. Sunderland to immediate-
ly cease practice in Texas. The action was based on the 
Oregon Medical Board’s placing Dr. Sunderland’s medi-
cal license on inactive status pending an investigation of 
her ability to safely and competently practice medicine 
due to her history of substance abuse.

PAIN CLINIC ACTIONS

CPR Medical Group, Certifi cate No. PMC-00153, 

Houston

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Donnie Evans, M.D., 
who holds the pain management clinic certifi cate for 
CPR Medical Group, entered into an Agreed Voluntary 
Surrender Order requiring Dr. Evans to immediately 
cease operating CPR Medical Group as a pain clinic 
in Texas. The basis for action was Dr. Evans’ April 
2011 Agreed Order for inappropriately prescribing, 
dispensing, administering, supplying, or selling a 
controlled substance, which disqualifi es Dr. Evans from 
holding a pain clinic certifi cate.
Holland Medical Group, Certifi cate No. PMC-00154, 

Houston

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Donnie Evans, M.D., 
who holds the pain management clinic certifi cate 
for Holland Medical Group, entered into an Agreed 
Voluntary Surrender Order requiring Dr. Evans to 
immediately cease operating Holland Medical Group as 
a pain clinic in Texas. The basis for action was Dr. Evans’ 
April 2011 Agreed Order for inappropriately prescribing, 
dispensing, administering, supplying, or selling a 
controlled substance, which disqualifi es Dr. Evans from 
holding a pain clinic certifi cate.

TEMPORARY RESTRICTION

Ramirez, John Perez, M.D., Lic. No. H0743, Houston

On June 14, 2011, a disciplinary panel of the Texas 
Medical Board temporarily restricted the license of 
John Perez Ramirez, M.D., of Houston, barring him 
from treating chronic pain patients and requiring 
him to refer all current chronic pain patients to other 
practitioners within 10 days. The panel found that Dr. 
Ramirez poses a continuing threat to public health and 
safety by operating a pain clinic without obtaining a 
valid pain management clinic certifi cate from the Board. 
Dr. Ramirez may treat acute pain and prescribe pain 
medication for immediate needs only, with no refi lls 
or additional prescriptions for each patient. This Order 
remains in eff ect until the Board takes further action.

QUALITY OF CARE

Abernathy, Stephen W., M.D., Lic. No. K3886, Belton    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Stephen W. 
Abernathy, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Abernathy to complete within one year 24 hours of 
CME including 16 hours in performing colonoscopies 
and eight hours in medical record-keeping. The Board 
found Dr. Abernathy failed to use proper diligence 
when he diagnosed a patient with hemorrhoids and 
that patient was diagnosed by another physician with a 
malignant tumor.

Ali, Abdul, M.D., Lic. No. E6209, Houston      
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Abdul Ali, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Ali to have a 
physician monitor his interventional cardiology practice 
for eight consecutive monitoring cycles, complete 
within one year 16 hours of CME including eight hours in 
medical record-keeping and eight hours in management 
of central venous catheter complications and pay an 
administrative penalty of $10,000 within 90 days. The 
Board found Dr. Ali failed to meet the standard of care, 
failed to use proper diligence and failed to maintain 
adequate medical records.

Anabtawi, Isam, M.D., Lic. No. D5588, Port Arthur

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Isam Anabtawi, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order in which Dr. 
Anabtawi agreed to surrender his Texas medical license 
eff ective February 4, 2012, to allow him to wind down 
his practice and ensure the proper transfer of care for his 
patients to another physician. This Order resolves any 
and all complaints currently before the Board.
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Anderson, Rhonda Lee, M.D., Lic. No. L9602, Austin  
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Rhonda Lee Anderson, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Anderson to complete within one year 16 hours of 
CME including eight hours in medical record-keeping 
and eight hours in identifying drug-seeking behavior, 
and pay an administrative penalty of $1,000 within 60 
days. The action was based on Dr. Anderson’s failure 
to safeguard against potential complications in her 
treatment of a patient with an opioid addiction.

Andrews, Sarah Elizabeth, M.D., Lic. No. H9753, Katy

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Sarah Elizabeth 
Andrews, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order 
requiring Dr. Andrews to complete within one year the 
Knowledge, Skills, Training, Assessment and Research 
(KSTAR) clinical competency assessment program 
off ered by Texas A&M and complete all retraining, 
remedial measures or other recommendations made 
by KSTAR; and complete within one year 16 hours of 
CME including eight hours in high-risk OB delivery 
and eight hours in surgical complication. The action 
was based on Dr. Andrews’ failure to practice medicine 
in an acceptable, professional manner and safeguard 
against potential complications in her postpartum 
care of a patient who had a cesarean section by failing 
to promptly return to the operating room for surgical 
intervention, which resulted in massive blood loss, 
cardiac arrest and resulting anoxic brain injury.

Arango, Luis F., M.D., Lic. No. G2632, Mission     

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Luis F. Arango, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Arango 
to have his practice monitored by a physician for 12 
monitoring cycles, complete within one year eight hours 
of CME in risk management and pay an administrative 
penalty of $2,000 within 60 days.  The Board found Dr. 
Arango continued to prescribe medications for chronic 
pain patients even though they failed to follow through 
with referrals to other specialists.

Atlin, Neil J., D.O., Lic. No. J0908, Dallas   

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Neil J. Atlin, D.O., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Atlin to 
complete within one year 16 hours of CME including 
eight hours in medical record-keeping and eight hours 
in risk management and pay an administrative penalty 
of $1,000 within 60 days. The action was based on Dr. 
Atlin’s failure to use diligence in his practice when he did 
not document in the medical record his rationale for not 

removing all of a spinal cord stimulator in his patient’s 
back. 

Balch, Michael Tol, M.D., Lic. No. E6031, Lubbock    
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Michael Tol Balch, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Balch to 
complete within one year 24 hours of CME including 
eight hours in the subject of pain management, eight 
hours in medical record-keeping and eight hours in 
risk management; and pay an administrative penalty 
of $3,000 within 60 days. The action was based on 
Dr. Balch’s failure to follow Board guidelines for the 
treatment of pain, prescribing dangerous drugs in a 
manner inconsistent with public health and welfare 
and failure to use proper diligence in his treatment of a 
patient.

Bangale, Anil Tukarampant, M.D., Lic. No. E7370, Fort 

Worth    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Anil Tukarampant 
Bangale, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Bangale to have a physician monitor his practice 
for 12 monitoring cycles, complete within one year the 
medical record-keeping course off ered by the University 
of California San Diego Physician Assessment and 
Clinical Education (PACE) program, complete within one 
year eight hours of CME in psychopharmacology and 
pay an administrative penalty of $6,000 within 60 days. 
The Board found Dr. Bangale failed to meet the standard 
of care in evaluating or treating complicated cases of 
chronic pain with multiple co-morbidities, prescribed 
unnecessary controlled substances to a known addict 
and failed to maintain adequate medical records.

Barbaro, Salvatore Arlindo, III, M.D., Lic. No. J7900, 

San Antonio

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Salvatore Arlindo 
Barbaro III, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Barbaro to complete within one year the medical 
record-keeping course off ered by the University of 
California San Diego Physician Assessment and Clinical 
Education (PACE) program, complete within one year 
eight hours of CME in risk management and pay an 
administrative penalty of $1,000 within 90 days. The 
action was based on Dr. Barbaro’s failure to maintain 
adequate medical records, failure to use diligence and 
failure to safeguard against potential complications.

Basped, Beauford, Jr., D.O., Lic. No. E3813, Kennedale    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Beauford Basped Jr., 
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D.O., entered into a 10-year Agreed Order terminating 
his suspension and requiring Dr. Basped to limit his 
practice to a group or institutional setting approved by 
the Board, within 30 days of beginning employment 
provide a copy of this Agreed Order to his supervising 
physician, within one year complete 16 hours  of CME 
including eight hours in pediatrics and eight hours in 
outpatient clinic practice, limit controlled substance 
prescribing to Schedule IV and V medications, limit 
his practice to 40 hours per week with no weekend 
or after-hour periods of on-call time and refrain from 
designating prescription writing authority to physician 
extenders. The action was based on Dr. Basped’s failure 
to practice medicine in an acceptable professional 
manner consistent with public health and welfare.

Bell, Todd Edward, M.D., Lic. No. M2560, Amarillo

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Todd Edward 
Bell, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Bell to pass within one year and within three attempts 
the Medical Jurisprudence Examination, complete 
within one year 16 hours of CME including eight 
hours in medical record-keeping and eight hours in 
risk management and pay an administrative penalty 
of $3,000 within 60 days. The Board found Dr. Bell 
failed to adequately supervise an Advancee Practice 
NurseÂ  acting under his supervision and prescribing 
controlled substances under his authority; and , failed to 
keep complete and accurate records of purchases and 
disposals of drugs.

Benavides, German, M.D., Lic. No. F0877, San 

Antonio

On November 4, 2011, the Board and German Benavides, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Benavides to complete within one year 20 hours of CME 
including four hours in risk management, eight hours 
in wound care and eight hours in complex orthopedic 
cases; and pay an administrative penalty of $2,000 
within 60 days. The Board found Dr. Benavides failed to 
meet the standard of care in his treatment of a patient, 
who suff ered an open fracture on her ankle, by failing to 
order adequate antibiotic treatment post-operatively.

Bennack, Laura J., M.D., Lic. No. K0261, San Antonio

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Laura J. Bennack, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Bennack to have her practice monitored by another 
physician for eight monitoring cycles, complete within 
one year 16 hours of CME including eight in cosmetic 

surgery and eight in offi  ce-based surgery in cosmetic 
procedures and pay an administrative penalty of $1,000 
within 60 days. The Board found that Dr. Bennack, 
who performs cosmetic surgery in her clinic including 
breast augmentation and liposuction failed to meet the 
standard of care and maintain adequate medical records 
related to the surgical care and treatment of 10 patients.

Bishop, Donald Wayne, D.O., Lic. No. E3649, Plano   
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Donald Wayne 
Bishop, D.O., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Bishop to pass within one year the Medical 
Jurisprudence Examination within three attempts, 
complete within one year 24 hours of CME including 
eight hours in medical record-keeping, eight in risk 
management and eight hours in pain management. The 
Board found Dr. Bishop failed to meet the standard of 
care, inappropriately prescribed medication to himself, 
family members or others with whom he had a close 
personal relationship and failed to maintain adequate 
medical records.

Bond, William Michael, M.D., Lic. No. F9220, Houston     
On June 3, 2011, the Board and William Michael Bond, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Bond 
to have another physician monitor his practice for eight 
monitoring cycles, complete within one year the medical 
record-keeping course off ered by the University of 
California San Diego Physician Assessment and Clinical 
Education (PACE) program, complete within one year 
eight hours of CME in risk management and eight hours 
of CME in diagnosing and treating chronic pain, and 
pay an administrative penalty of $3,000 within 60 days. 
The Board found Dr. Bond failed to meet the standard 
of care, prescribed in a nontherapeutic manner and 
violated Board rules regarding the treatment of chronic 
pain.

Brooks, Dominque Walton, M.D., Lic. No. M0021, 

Sugar Land    

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Dominique Walton 
Brooks, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order publicly 
reprimanding Dr. Brooks and requiring Dr. Brooks to pass 
within one year the Medical Jurisprudence Examination 
within three attempts, complete within one year 16 
hours of CME including eight hours of ethics and 
eight hours in the topic of supervising and delegating 
and refrain from obtaining a DEA and DPS controlled 
substance registrations. The action was based on Dr. 
Brooks’ aiding and abetting the practice of medicine by 
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unlicensed foreign medical graduates, unprofessional 
conduct, failure to adequately supervise the activities of 
those acting under Dr. Brooks’ supervision.

Brown, Orval Eric, M.D., Lic. No. E8360, Colleyville  
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Orval Eric Brown, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Brown 
to complete within one year 10 hours of CME in risk 
management and eight hours of CME in pediatric 
otolaryngology, and pay an administrative penalty 
of $4,000 within 60 days. The action was based on Dr. 
Brown’s failure to meet the standard of care, failure 
to safeguard against potential complications and 
inadequate medical records for a pediatric surgery 
patient, as well as Dr. Brown’s suspension from hospital 
staff  due to disruptive behavior. 

Campbell, Andrew William, M.D., Lic. No. G7790, Houston
On June 28, 2011, the Board entered a Final Order After 
Remand regarding Andrew William Campbell, M.D., 
publicly reprimanding Dr. Campbell, suspending his 
Texas Medical License for eight months and requiring 
him to pay an administrative penalty of $64,000 within 
three years. In addition, Dr. Campbell must complete 
within one year 25 hours of CME in meeting the 
standard of care using newly available techniques or 
medications or using existing techniques or medications 
in new ways, complete within one year 25 hours of CME 
in the legal obligations of a physician in the physician-
patient relationship, have another physician monitor 
his practice for fi ve years and refrain from serving as a 
supervisor for physician assistants or advanced nurse 
practitioners. The Board found Dr. Campbell, who 
treats patients with histories of exposure to molds 
and chemicals, failed to meet the standard of care, 
prescribed drugs or treatment in a nontherapeutic 
manner and relied on antibody testing at substantial 
cost to patients and insurers without testing fi rst for 
other, more probable causes of illness. The Order refl ects 
an appeal of a 2009 Amended Final Order which was 
heard in November 2010, reversed in part and remanded 
to the Board. 

Cardenas, Richard K., M.D., Lic. No. G2525, 

Weatherford

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Richard K. 
Cardenas, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Cardenas to have a physician monitor his practice for 
eight monitoring cycles, within one year pass the Special 
Purpose Examination and the Medical Jurisprudence 

Examination, complete within one year 30 hours of 
CME including 10 hours in medical record-keeping, 
10 hours in high-risk obstetrics and 10 hours in ob/
gyn emergencies and pay an administrative penalty 
of $5,000 within 90 days and participate in the Texas 
Physician Health Program. The Board found Dr. Cardenas 
failed to meet the standard of care when he proceeded 
to surgery without full evaluations and assessments of 
the patients andÂ  without counseling some patients 
about alternative or less dangerous treatments. In 
addition, Dr. Cardenas was subject to disciplinary action 
taken by his peers and failed to maintain adequate 
medical records supporting treatments provided.

Cardwell, David Williams, M.D., Lic. No. E2499, Austin   
On August 26, 2011, the Board and David Williams 
Cardwell, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order publicly 
reprimanding Dr. Cardwell and requiring Dr. Cardwell 
to have a physician monitor his practice for eight 
monitoring cycles, pass within one year the Medical 
Jurisprudence Examination within three attempts, 
complete within one year 25 hours of CME in medical 
record-keeping and 25 hours of CME in ethics, refrain 
from serving as a physician for immediate family or 
prescribing controlled substances or dangerous drugs to 
himself or immediate family, and pay an administrative 
penalty of $20,000 within 90 days. The Board found 
Dr. Cardwell prescribed in a manner inconsistent with 
public health and welfare, failed to practice medicine 
in an acceptable professional manner, failed to obtain 
informed consent and inappropriately prescribed to 
himself, family members or others in which there was a 
close personal relationship.

Carmichael, Kristen, M.D., Lic. No. L8638, Irving    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Kristen Carmichael, 
M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order, resolving a 
Formal Complaint fi led by the Board at the State Offi  ce 
of Administrative Hearings and requiring Dr. Carmichael 
to complete 10 hours of CME in the topic of high-risk 
obstetrics and pay an administrative penalty of $500 
within 90 days. The basis for action was Dr. Carmichael’s 
failing to supervise adequately the activities of those 
acting under her supervision.
Carsner, Robert Lee, M.D., Lic. No. C8919, San Angelo   
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Robert Lee Carsner, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Voluntary Surrender 
Order in which Dr. Carsner voluntarily and permanently 
surrendered his Texas medical license. The Board found 
Dr. Carsner failed to practice medicine in an acceptable 
professional manner.
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Chahal, Balbil Singh, M.D., Lic. No. K4389, Magnolia   
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Balbil Singh Chahal, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Chahal 
to pass within one year the Medical Jurisprudence 
Examination within three attempts and complete 
within one year 26 hours of CME including eight hours 
in risk management, eight hours in medical record-
keeping and 10 hours in the treatment of chronic pain 
or addiction medicine. The Board found Dr. Chahal failed 
to meet the standard of care for one patient when he 
prescribed dangerous controlled substances to the 
patient, whom he should have known was a chronic 
abuser of narcotic medicines, and who ultimately died 
due to multi-drug toxicity.

Chen, Daniel Shu-Eng, M.D., Lic. No. E5355, 

Richardson   
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Daniel Shu-Eng Chen, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Chen 
to complete within one year 24 hours of CME including 
eight hours in medical record-keeping, eight hours in 
risk management and eight hours in the treatment 
of chronic pain; and pay an administrative penalty of 
$3,000 within 60 days. The basis for action was Dr. Chen’s 
failure to maintain adequate records for one patient, 
failure to meet the standard of care and safeguard 
against potential complications.

Chin, David Lee, M.D., Lic. No. J0812, San Antonio    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and David Lee Chin, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order restricting Dr. Chin’s 
practice to administrative, non-clinical medicine only 
and requiring Dr. Chin to surrender his DPS and DEA 
controlled substance registrations. In addition, Dr. Chin 
may not supervise or delegate prescriptive authority 
to physician extenders. The Board found Dr. Chin failed 
to meet the standard of care in his evaluation and 
treatment for 10 fl ight medicine clinic patients and that 
Dr. Chin’s clinical privileges were restricted by United 
States Air Force medical staff , based upon the same 
patient care. 

Coleman, William Pierce, Jr., M.D., Lic. No. D6910, 

Waco    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and William Pierce 
Coleman Jr., M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order 
resolving a Formal Complaint fi led by the Board at the 
State Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings and requiring 
Dr. Coleman to have a physician monitor his practice 
for two years, within one year complete 20 hours of 

CME including 10 hours in medical record-keeping 
and 10 hours in chronic pain management and pay an 
administrative penalty of $2,500 within 90 days. The 
Board found Dr. Coleman failed to meet the standard of 
care and failed to properly document his rationale for 
numerous prescriptions for medications and controlled 
substances to treat chronic pain, anxiety and appetite 
suppression in four patients.

Czekaj, Philip Stephen, M.D., Lic. No. G4946, San 

Antonio   
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Philip Stephen 
Czekaj, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Czekaj to complete within one year 24 hours 
of CME including eight hours in physician-patient 
communication, eight hours in risk management and 
eight hours in medical record-keeping , and pass within 
one year the Medical Jurisprudence Examination within 
three attempts. The Board found Dr. Czekaj failed to 
provide proper notice to patients of the closing of 
his practice or provide an opportunity to obtain their 
records or have such records transferred, failed to meet 
the standard of care and failed to obtain informed 
consent.

Daumas-Britsch, Lilette Eva, M.D., Lic. No. H3240, 

Houston     
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Lilette Eva Daumas-
Britsch, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Daumas-Britsch to complete within one year eight hours 
of CME in evaluating and treating deep vein thrombosis 
and pulmonary emboli, and pay an administrative 
penalty of $1,000 within 40 days. The Board found Dr. 
Daumas-Britsch failed to meet the standard of care 
and safeguard against potential complications and 
prescribed in a nontherapeutic manner for a patient. 

Davis, Carl Cuthbert, Jr., M.D., Lic. No. E9598, 

Houston     
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Carl Cuthbert Davis Jr., 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Davis to 
complete within one year the professional boundaries 
course off ered by the University of California San Diego 
Physician Assessment and Clinical Education (PACE) 
program, complete within one year six hours of CME 
in medical record-keeping and pay an administrative 
penalty of $2,000 within one year. The basis for action 
was Dr. Davis’s prescribing to an individual who was 
a close friend, and doing so without a documented 
examination and justifi cation.

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Daniel Dawson, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order publicly reprimanding 
Dr. Dawson and requiring him to complete within 
one year 20 hours of CME including eight hours in 
gynecological oncology, eight hours in vulvar diseases 
and four hours in physician-patient communication, 
and pay an administrative penalty of $5,000 within 90 
days. The Board found Dr. Dawson failed to practice in 
an acceptable, professional manner when he did not 
adequately evaluate a lesion on a 91-year-old patient 
who subsequently died of metastatic cancer.

DeMaio, Samuel J., M.D., Lic. No. G6655, El Paso

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Samuel J. DeMaio, 
M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order resolving a 
Formal Complaint fi led against him at the State Offi  ce 
of Administrative Hearings and requiring Dr. DeMaio 
complete within one year 30 hours of CME including 10 
hours in medical record-keeping, 15 hours in the topic 
of cardiac stenting procedures and fi ve hours in ethics; 
have another physician monitor his practice for eight 
monitoring cycles; and pay an administrative penalty 
of $10,000 within 90 days. The Board found Dr. DeMaio 
failed to practice medicine in an acceptable professional 
manner when he placed multiple overlapping stents 
in areas of insignifi cant or moderate disease and that 
Dr. DeMaio’s reading of angiography fi lm as it relates to 
percentage of arterial occlusion was fl awed.

Do, Phu M., M.D., Lic. No. L2224, Houston    

On June 3, 2011, the Board and Phu M. Do, M.D., entered 
into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Do to complete 
within one year eight hours of CME in risk management 
and pay an administrative penalty of $5,000 within 
60 days. The Board found that Dr. Do did not timely 
address, in three surgeries respectively: a pre-operative 
matter; an intra-operative consult; and a post-operative 
documentation issue. 

Dudley, Samuel Washington, III, M.D., Lic. No. L4347, 

Harlingen    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Samuel Washington 
Dudley III, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Dudley to have a physician monitor his practice for 
four monitoring cycles, complete within one year 30 
hours of CME including 20 hours in pediatric sepsis and 
10 hours in risk management and pay an administrative 
penalty of $3,000 within 60 days. The Board found 
Dr. Dudley failed to meet the standard of care for 

a 22-month-old patient when Dr. Dudley failed to 
recognize early signs of septic shock.

Dulemba, John Frank, M.D., Lic. No. H1484, Denton     

On August 26, 2011, the Board and John Frank Dulemba, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Dulemba to complete within one year 16 hours of CME 
including eight hours in ethics and eight hours in the 
diagnosing and treatment of chronic pain and pay an 
administrative penalty of $2,000 within 60 days. The 
basis for action was Dr. Dulemba’s failure to practice 
medicine in an acceptable, professional manner and 
inappropriate prescription of dangerous drugs or 
controlled substances to himself, family members or 
others in which there is a close personal relationship.

Edlin, John Charles, M.D., Lic. No. E1307, Dallas

On November 4, 2011, the Board and John Charles Edlin, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Edlin 
to complete within one year 16 hours of CME including 
eight hours in medical record-keeping and eight hours 
in diagnosis and treatment of ADHD in adults and pay 
an administrative penalty of $2,000 within 60 days. The 
Board found Dr. Edlin’s medical records for a patient 
were inadequate to support the diagnosis of ADHD and 
the medications he prescribed and that Dr. Edlin failed to 
safeguard against potential complications and engaged 
in nontherapeutic prescribing.

Ellington, Owen B., M.D., Lic. No. H5109, Sugar Land     
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Owen B. Ellington, 
M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order publicly 
reprimanding Dr. Ellington and requiring him to 
surrender his DEA and DPS controlled substance 
certifi cates for Schedules II, III and IV, but not Schedule 
V, have his practice monitored by another physician for 
eight monitoring cycles, pass within one year and within 
three attempts the Medical Jurisprudence Examination, 
complete within one year 24 hours of CME including 
eight hours in medical record-keeping, eight hours in 
chronic pain management and eight hours in ethics and 
pay an administrative penalty of $2,500 within 180 days. 
The Board found Dr. Ellington falsely advertised on his 
practice website, failed to treat a patient according to 
the standard of care and failed to comply with Board 
guidelines for treatment of pain. 

Escalante, Dante Penson, M.D., Lic. No. J3789, San 

Antonio     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Dante Penson 
Escalante, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
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Dr. Escalante to have a physician monitor his practice for 
eight monitoring cycles, complete within one year the 
medical record-keeping course off ered by University of 
California San Diego Physician Assessment and Clinical 
Education (PACE) program, complete within one year 
the PACE course in physician prescribing, pass within 
one year the Medical Jurisprudence Examination within 
three attempts and pay an administrative penalty of 
$3,000 within 60 days. The Board found Dr. Escalante 
failed to meet the standard of care, inappropriately 
prescribed to himself, family members or others in which 
there is a close personal relationship without immediate 
need, engaged in unprofessional or dishonorable 
conduct and non-therapeutically prescribed drugs.

Fernandez, Marisol, M.D., Lic. No. L6374, Austin    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Marisol Fernandez, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Fernandez to complete within one year 16 hours of CME 
including eight in risk management and eight in medical 
record-keeping. The action was based on Dr. Fernandez’s 
negligence in performing medical services, failure to 
safeguard against potential complications and failure to 
maintain adequate medical records.

Forman, David Michael, Jr., M.D., Lic. No. J6950, 

Harlingen   

On August 26, 2011, the Board and David Michael 
Forman Jr., M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order 
resolving a Formal Complaint fi led by the Board at the 
State Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings and requiring 
Dr. Forman to have a physician monitor his practice for 
eight monitoring cycles, complete within one year the 
medical record-keeping course off ered by the University 
of San Diego Physician Assessment and Clinical 
Education (PACE) program and pay an administrative 
penalty of $2,500 within 180 days. The Board found Dr. 
Forman violated Board rules regarding management 
of chronic pain and failed to use proper diligence in his 
professional practice.

Friend, Lee Joseph, M.D., Lic. No. J7490, Amarillo   

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Lee Joseph Friend, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Voluntary Surrender 
Order in which Dr. Friend voluntarily and permanently 
surrendered his Texas medical license. The Board found 
Dr. Friend failed to properly notify his patients when he 
closed his practice to pursue missionary work outside of 
the country.

Gayle, Rosalyn Ann, M.D., Lic. No. H6232, Baytown   

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Rosalyn Ann Gayle, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Gayle 
to complete within one year eight hours of CME in risk 
management. The Board found Dr. Gayle violated Board 
Rules related to guidelines for the use of pain medicines 
and maintaining adequate medical records, failed to 
meet the standard of care and failed to adequately 
supervise those acting under her supervision.    

Gil, Jose D., M.D., Lic. No. F0105, Miami FL

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Jose D. Gil, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Gil to cease 
practice in Texas until he requests permission in writing 
to the Board and provides suffi  cient evidence and 
information to the Board that adequately indicates that 
Dr. Gil is physically and mentally competent to safely 
practice. In addition, Dr. Gil must pay an administrative 
penalty of $2,000 within 90 days. The Board found Dr. Gil 
non-therapeutically prescribed controlled substances to 
two patients.

Grant, J. Kirkland, M.D., Lic. No. F4018,  Sunnyvale   

On August 26, 2011, the Board and J. Kirkland Grant, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Grant 
to complete within one year 32 hours of CME including 
eight in the topic of high-risk obstetrics cases, eight 
in supervision of physician extenders, eight in ethics 
and eight in risk management; pass within one year 
the Medical Jurisprudence Examination within three 
attempts; within 30 days submit written protocols for 
use by physician extenders who practice under Dr. 
Grant’s supervision; and pay an administrative penalty 
of $5,000 within 60 days. The action was based on Dr. 
Grant’s failure to meet the standard of care and failure to 
safeguard against potential complications for a patient 
with pre-eclampsia.

Hadad, Anibal Raul, M.D., Lic. No. H1098, Houston     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Anibal Raul Hadad, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Hadad 
to complete within one year 16 hours of CME including 
eight hours in ethics and eight hours in medical 
malpractice, risk management and communications, and 
pay an administrative penalty of $2,000 within 60 days. 
The basis for action was Dr. Hadad’s failure to timely 
respond in person when on-call, failure to meet the 
standard of care, action taken by Dr. Hadad’s peers and 
providing false information to the Board.
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Hagstrom, David Keith, M.D., Lic. No. H1967, Lubbock     
On June 3, 2011, the Board and David Keith Hagstrom, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Hagstrom to complete within one year 24 hours of 
CME including eight hours in medical record-keeping, 
eight hours in risk management, and eight hours in the 
treatment of chronic pain. The Board found Dr. Hagstrom 
failed to meet the standard of care in his treatment 
of one patient, failed to safeguard against potential 
complications, prescribed narcotics to a known abuser 
of drugs and prescribed in a nontherapeutic manner.

Hailparn, Troy R., M.D., Lic. No. J6125, San Antonio

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Troy R. Hailparn, 
M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order resolving a 
Formal Complaint fi led by the Board at the State Offi  ce 
of Administrative Hearings and requiring Dr. Hailparn to 
have another physician monitor Dr. Hailparn’s practice 
for eight monitoring cycles, complete within one year 
10 hours of CME in medical record-keeping and pay an 
administrative penalty of $3,000 within 180 days. The 
basis for action was Dr. Hailparn’s failure to meet the 
standard of care for patients who presented for pelvic 
reconstructive surgery, failure to disclose reasonable 
alternatives and failure to maintain adequate medical 
records.

Hardwick, Jack Franklin, M.D., Lic. No. C6352, Fort 

Worth     
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Jack Franklin Hardwick, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order in which Dr. 
Hardwick, who has retired from the active practice of 
medicine, agrees not to practice until he requests in 
writing to do so and appears before the Board and 
provides clear and convincing evidence that he is 
physically and mentally competent to safely practice 
medicine. The Board found Dr. Hardwick failed to meet 
the standard of care when he did not properly diagnose 
a patient’s ovarian cancer.

Henry, Bruce Allen, M.D., Lic. No. H2454. Arlington   

On June 3, 2011, the Board and Bruce Allen Henry, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Henry to 
have another physician monitor his practice for eight 
monitoring cycles and complete within one year 32 
hours of CME including eight hours in medical record-
keeping, eight hours in pain management and eight 
hours in the topic of professional boundaries. The Board 
found Dr. Henry failed to meet the standard of care in his 
treatment of a patient and prescribed to a known abuser 
of narcotic drugs or controlled substances.

Herrera, Henry Harrison, M.D., Lic. No. E6413, San 

Antonio     
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Henry Harrison Herrera, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Herrera 
to complete within one year eight hours of CME in 
medical record-keeping and pay an administrative 
penalty of $1,000 within 60 days. The Board found Dr. 
Herrera failed to meet the standard of care and failed to 
maintain adequate medical records.

Hey, Wayne Albert, D.O., Lic. No. F5943, Fort Worth       
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Wayne Albert Hey, 
D.O., entered into an Agreed Order prohibiting Dr. 
Hey from performing any hand-assisted, laparoscopic 
nephrectomies and requiring Dr. Hey to provide the 
Board within 30 days with letters from all hospitals at 
which he has privileges indicating that he has informed 
them of the restriction. In addition, Dr. Hey must 
complete within one year 24 hours of CME including 10 
hours in urology surgeries, 10 hours in medical record-
keeping and four hours in ethics. The basis for the 
Board’s action was Dr. Hey’s failure to meet the standard 
of care and safeguard against potential complications in 
his treatment of three patients.

Hill, Welton Ellis, M.D., Lic. No. F6746, Bellville      
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Welton Ellis Hill, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Hill to 
have another physician monitor his practice for one 
monitoring cycle and complete within one year 40 hours 
of CME including 20 hours in aff ective disorders and 
related pharmacology and 20 hours in the topic of renal 
function. The Board found Dr. Hill failed to meet the 
standard of care for four patients by non-therapeutically 
prescribing medications and failing to keep adequate 
medical records.

Imam, Naiyer, M.D., Lic. No. M1782, Roanoke VA     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Naiyer Imam, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Imam 
to complete within one year eight hours of CME in 
radiologic evaluation of chest and aorta and pay an 
administrative penalty of $2,000 within 60 days. The 
Board found Dr. Imam committed a standard-of-care 
violation when he failed to diagnose an aortic dissection 
which was later found by a second radiologist.

Jackson, Paul Edward, M.D., Physician Temporary 

License, Van Horn  
On July 11, 2011, the Board issued a Final Order 
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regarding Paul Edward Jackson, M.D., revoking his 
temporary medical license and resolving Formal 
Complaint No. 503-09-4534 fi led by the Board at the 
State Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings. The Board 
adopted the fi ndings of the Administrative Law Judge 
who found that Dr. Jackson did not meet the standard of 
care in his treatment of two patients, failed to safeguard 
against complications, provided medically unnecessary 
services to a patient and failed to obtain informed 
consent.

Jones, Wayne Charles, M.D., Lic. No. D6049, 

Richardson     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Wayne Charles Jones, 
M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order resolving 
Formal Complaint No. 503-09-6252 fi led by the Board at 
the State Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings and requiring 
Dr. Jones to have a physician monitor his practice for 
eight monitoring cycles and complete within one year 
eight hours of CME in the topic of risk management. 
The basis for action was Dr. Jones’ failure to maintain 
adequate medical records and failure to safeguard 
against potential complications.

Johnson-Caldwell, Jennifer Lavette, M.D., Lic. No. 

K5571, Houston     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Jennifer Lavette 
Johnson-Caldwell, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order 
requiring Dr. Johnson-Caldwell to complete within 
one year 24 hours of CME including eight hours in 
diagnosing and treating chronic pain, four hours in risk 
management and four hours in medical record-keeping. 
The action was based on Dr. Johnson-Caldwell’s violation 
of Board rules regarding the treatment of pain.

Joselevitz, Joel, M.D., Lic. No. J1703, Houston    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Joel Joselevitz, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Joselevitz to 
complete within one year eight hours of CME in chronic 
pain treatment and eight hours in risk management 
and pay an administrative penalty of $2,000 within 60 
days. The Board found Dr. Joselevitz failed to meet the 
standard of care, failed to safeguard against potential 
complications and prescribed to a known abuser of 
narcotic drugs, controlled substances or dangerous 
drugs.

Kittley, Rima Z., M.D., Lic. No. J7018, Lufkin      
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Rima Z. Kittley, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Kittley to 

complete within one year eight hours of CME including 
four hours in treatment and evaluation of celiac disease 
and four hours in evaluation and treatment of thyroid 
disorders. The action was based on Dr. Kittley’s failure to 
meet the standard of care for one patient.

Kobza, Paul Edward, D.O., Lic. No. L4499, The 

Woodlands

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Paul Edward 
Kobza, D.O., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Kobza to pass within one year and within three 
attempts the Medical Jurisprudence Examination and 
complete within one year eight hours of CME in risk 
management. The Board found Dr. Kobza failed to keep 
medical records or document a physical exam for a 
patient, a professional colleague for whom Dr. Kobza 
non-therapeutically prescribed controlled drugs. The 
patientÂ  subsequently died of a drug overdose as a 
result of medications prescribed by Dr. Kobza and other 
substances not prescribed by Dr. Kobza.

Lee, Shayna Patrice, M.D., Lic. No. H0554, Houston       
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Shayna Patrice Lee, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Lee 
to have her practice monitored by another physician 
for 12 monitoring cycles; complete within one year 
26 hours of CME including eight hours in opioid 
prescribing, eight hours in risk management, eight hours 
in medical record-keeping and two hours in ethics; 
and pay an administrative penalty of $3,000 within 60 
days. The basis for action was Dr. Lee’s non-therapeutic 
prescribing, failure to cooperate with Board staff , failure 
to meet the standard of care and inadequate supervision 
of those acting under Dr. Lee’s supervision.

Luker, John A., M.D., Lic. No. E2689, Austin   

On August 26, 2011, the Board and John A. Luker, 
M.D., entered into a two-year Mediated Agreed Order 
resolving a Formal Complaint fi led by the Board at the 
State Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings and requiring 
Dr. Luker to have a physician monitor his practice, 
within two years complete the physician prescribing 
course off ered by the University of San Diego Physician 
Assessment and Clinical Education (PACE) program and 
within two years complete 20 hours of CME including 
10 hours in risk management and 10 hours in medical 
record-keeping. The Board found Dr. Luker failed to 
meet the standard of care by failing to obtain baseline 
laboratory studies to determine liver and kidney 
function prior to or after starting treatment of several 
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patients for drug and alcohol abuse.

Madisetty, Sudhir, M.D., Lic. No. J3846, Waco   

On June 3, 2011, the Board and Sudhir Madisetty, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Madisetty 
to have his practice monitored by another physician 
for eight monitoring cycles, complete within one year 
24 hours of CME including eight hours in medical 
records, eight hours in neonatal sepsis and eight 
hours in childhood respiratory infections, and pay an 
administrative penalty of $1,000 within 60 days. The 
basis for action was Dr. Madisetty’s failure to meet the 
standard of care for two pediatric patients, negligence, 
failure to safeguard against potential complications, 
failure to maintain adequate medical records, as well as 
peer review action taken against Dr. Madisetty resulting 
in the suspension of his medical privileges.

Morris, Brock Allen, M.D., Lic. No. E4548, Waco    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Brock Allen Morris, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Morris 
to pass within one year the Medical Jurisprudence 
Examination within three attempts, complete within 
one year the medical record-keeping course off ered by 
the University of San Diego Physician Assessment and 
Clinical Education (PACE) program, complete within 
one year 12 hours of CME including eight hours in the 
diagnosing and treating chronic pain and four hours in 
risk management, and pay an administrative penalty 
of $2,000 within 60 days. The action was based on Dr. 
Morris’s inappropriate prescription of dangerous drugs 
or controlled substances to himself, family members or 
others in which there is a close personal relationship, 
nontherapeutic prescribing, unprofessional conduct and 
failure to use diligence in his practice.

Moussaoui, Ali Mohamad, M.D., Lic. No. K4161, Katy     

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Ali Mohamad 
Moussaoui, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Moussaoui to complete within one year 32 hours 
of CME including eight hours in ethics, eight hours in 
medical record-keeping and 16 hours in identifying 
and treating lower back pain, and pay an administrative 
penalty of $2,000 within 60 days. The Board found Dr. 
Moussaoui failed to meet the standard of care for one 
patient by ordering and billing for excessive electro-
diagnostic testing.

Narra, Nagarjun, M.D., Lic. No. K0146, Amarillo    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Nagarjun Narra, 

M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Narra 
to complete within one year 15 hours of CME including 
fi ve hours in risk management, fi ve hours in EMTALA 
Medical Screening and Evaluation and fi ve in medical 
record-keeping and pay an administrative penalty of 
$1,500 within 60 days. The Board found Dr. Narra failed 
to meet the standard of care, safeguard against potential 
complications and maintain an adequate medical record 
for one patient.

Nguyen, Doan Khac, M.D., Lic. No. J8690, Houston     
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Doan Khac Nguyen, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Nguyen 
to complete within one year eight hours of CME in 
risk management and pay an administrative penalty 
of $3,000 within 60 days. The Board found Dr. Nguyen 
failed to meet the standard of care in his treatment of a 
pediatric patient with a fractured wrist.

Ochoa, Ricardo Antonio, M.D., Lic. No. L1417, 

Harlingen    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Ricardo Antonio 
Ochoa, M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order 
resolving a Formal Complaint fi led by the Board at the 
State Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings and requiring Dr. 
Ochoa to have a physician monitor his practice for four 
monitoring cycles and complete within one year eight 
hours of CME in pain management and eight hours in 
risk management. The Board found Dr. Ochoa failed to 
meet the standard of care for a patient by prescribing 
an unjustifi ably large quantity of Schedule II and III 
drugs to that patient despite signs of drug-seeking 
behavior, failure to comply with Board guidelines for use 
of pain medications and failure to use diligence in his 
professional practice.

O’Hearn, Charles John, M.D., Lic. No. H5676, Coppell

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Charles 
John O’Hearn, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order 
requiring Dr. O’Hearn to pass within one year and 
within three attempts the Medical Jurisprudence 
Examination, complete within one year 16 hours of 
CME including eight in medical record-keeping and 
four in risk management and four in ethics, and pay an 
administrative penalty of $3,000 within 60 days. The 
Board found Dr. O’Hearn wrote prescriptions for diet pills 
and anti-anxiety medication for fi ve patients without 
performing proper evaluations or physical exams and 
without maintaining adequate medical records.
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O’Neil, Stephen Blair, M.D., Lic. No. J4945, Beaumont   
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Stephen Blair O’Neil, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. O’Neil 
to have another physician monitor his practice for 
four monitoring cycles, complete within one year 20 
hours of CME including 10 hours in risk management 
and 10 hours in medical record-keeping and pay an 
administrative penalty of $5,000 within 180 days. The 
Board found Dr. O’Neil failed to properly evaluate a 
patient with chronic pain, proceeded in treatment 
without clear medical indication and meaningful 
treatment planning and disregarded clear indicators of 
substance abuse.

Pallares, Victor Alberto, M.D., Lic. No. J3867, 

Harlingen     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Victor Alberto 
Pallares, M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order 
resolving Formal Complaint No. 503-10-5867 fi led by 
the Board at the State Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings 
and requiring Dr. Pallares to have his practice monitored 
by a physician for eight monitoring cycles and pay an 
administrative penalty of $10,000 within 90 days. The 
Board found Dr. Pallares violated Board rules related to 
pain management and failed to practice medicine in an 
acceptable professional manner when he performed 
excessive and repeated injections for chronic pain.

Parkey, Paul James, M.D., Lic. No. D3362, Wichita Falls    
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Paul James Parkey, 
M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order, resolving 
a Formal Complaint against Dr. Parkey fi led by the 
Board at the State Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings. 
The Mediated Agreed Order requires Dr. Parkey to pass 
within one year and within three attempts the Medical 
Jurisprudence Examination and complete within 
one year 20 hours of CME including 10 hours in risk 
management and 10 hours in medical record-keeping. 
The Board found Dr. Parkey prescribed dangerous 
drugs without establishing a proper physician-patient 
relationship, failed to adequately supervise those acting 
under his supervision and failed to maintain adequate 
medical records.

Perez, Fred Laurel, Jr., M.D., Lic. No. F8611, Edinburg    
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Fred Laurel Perez, Jr., 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Perez 
to complete within one year 16 hours of CME including 
eight hours in medical record-keeping and eight hours 
in risk management. The Board found Dr. Perez failed in 

one patient’s case to obtain and an additional x-ray and 
adequately document an assessment prior to discharge 
from his care.

Perry, Thomas Clement, M.D., Lic. No. K6233, Sour 

Lake

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Thomas Clement 
Perry, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Perry to refrain from treating chronic pain patients 
except in a hospital or hospital-affi  liated clinic setting, 
refrain from prescribing controlled substances with 
addictive potential except in a hospital setting where 
Dr. Perry has privileges or in a hospital-affi  liated clinic 
setting; pass within one year and within three attempts 
the Medical Jurisprudence Examination; and pay an 
administrative penalty of $3,000 within 60 days. In 
addition, Dr. Perry is not permitted to supervise or 
delegate prescriptive authority to physician extenders 
except in a hospital or hospital-associated clinic 
setting.Â  The Board found Dr. Perry failed to meet the 
standard of care, prescribed in a nontherapeutic manner, 
failed to adhere to guidelines for treatment of chronic 
pain for 30 patients and failed to adequately supervise 
his delegate.

Phan, Hoang Minh, M.D., Lic. No. M6827, Houston   
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Hoang Minh Phan, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Phan 
to complete within one year 16 hours of CME including 
eight hours in medical record-keeping and eight hours 
in risk management. The action was based on Dr. Phan’s 
failure in one patient’s case to document  an adequate 
medical record, and failure to timely acknowledge a 
drug prescription issue and a patient monitoring issue. 

Pinckney, Cwanza Aretha, M.D., Lic. No. M6830, 

Houston

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Cwanza Aretha 
Pinckney, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order publicly 
reprimanding Dr. Pinckney and requiring her to comply 
with DEA requirements that restrict her from treating 
chronic pain and require her to make quarterly reports 
to the DEA detailing the total number of prescriptions 
for controlled substances. In addition, the Order restricts 
Dr. Pinckney from prescribing or administering any 
controlled substances or dangerous drugs except as 
medically necessary for treatment of inpatients in an 
emergency room where Dr. Pinckney has privileges 
and requires Dr. Pinckney to pass within one year 
and within three attempts the Medical Jurisprudence 
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Exam; complete within one year 24 hours of CME 
including eight hours in medical record-keeping, 
eight hours in identifying drug-seeking behavior and 
eight hours in ethics;Â  undergo an independent 
medical evaluation by an approved psychiatrist and 
comply with recommended care and treatment; and 
pay an administrative penalty of $11,000 within 180 
days. The Board found Dr. Pinckney failed to meet the 
standard of care, violated Board Rules by operating 
a pain clinic owned by a non-physician, prescribed 
to a known abuser of narcotic drugs; and that Dr. 
Pinckney and those working under her supervision 
non-therapeutically prescribed the same or a similar 
combination to narcotics, benzodiazepines and/or 
carisoprodol to patients.

Preston, Brian A., M.D., Lic. No. D1011, Bacliff     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Brian A. Preston, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Preston 
to complete within one year 12 hours of CME including 
six in prescribing potentially habit-forming drugs and 
six in medical record-keeping and  eliminate Schedule 
II and III drugs from those he is authorized to prescribe. 
The Board found Dr. Preston inappropriately prescribed 
dangerous drugs or controlled substances to a family 
member.

Rasamallu, Vijaya Kishore, M.D., Lic. No. M9598, San 

Antonio    
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Vijaya Kishore Rasamallu, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Rasamallu to complete within one year 16 hours of 
CME including eight hours in the topic of strokes and 
anticoagulants and eight hours in risk management, and 
pay an administrative penalty of $3,000 within 60 days. 
The basis for action was Dr. Rasamallu’s failure to meet 
the standard of care and failure to maintain an adequate 
medical record for a patient. 

Reddy, Nallu Ramappa, M.D., Lic. No. F8637, Desoto     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Nallu Ramappa 
Reddy, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Reddy to have another physician monitor his practice 
for eight monitoring cycles, pass within one year and 
within three attempts the Medical Jurisprudence 
Examination, complete within one year 24 hours of 
CME including eight hours in medical record-keeping, 
eight hours in addictive medicine and eight hours in 
pain management. The action was based on Dr. Reddy’s 
nontherapeutic prescribing, prescribing to a known 

abuser of narcotic drugs, negligence, failure to meet 
the standard of care and failure to safeguard against 
complications.

Reyes, Jose, M.D., Lic. No. H6540, San Antonio  

On November 17, 2011, the Board and Jose Reyes, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order publicly reprimanding 
Dr. Reyes and requiring him to undergo an assessment 
of his practice of medicine through Texas A&M’s KSTAR 
program and complete any recommended education 
activities. In addition, Dr. Reyes must submit within 
60 days a written offi  ce policy for dealing with offi  ce 
emergencies to the Medical Director of the Board; have 
his practice monitored by another physician for eight 
consecutive monitoring cycles; pass within one year 
and within three attempts the Medical Jurisprudence 
Examination; complete within one year 32 hours of 
CME including 16 hours in identifying and treating 
acute neurological conditions, eight hours in medical 
record-keeping and eight hours in risk management; 
complete within one year eight hours of CME in ethics; 
obtain within one year Advanced Cardiac Life Support 
certifi cation and pay an administrative penalty of 
$5,000 within 60 days. The Board found Dr. Reyes failed 
to appropriately evaluate and treat a patient when Dr. 
Reyes failed to recognize the patient’s stroke symptoms 
or provide timely emergency transport of the patient to 
a hospital.

Reyes-Pescador, Carlos, M.D., Lic. No. G4693, 

Rockwall

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Carlos Reyes-
Pescador, M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order 
resolving a Formal Complaint fi led by the Board at the 
State Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings and requiring Dr. 
Reyes-Pescador to have another physician monitor his 
practice for 12 monitoring cycles, complete within one 
year the medical record-keeping course off ered by the 
University of California San Diego Physician Assessment 
and Clinical Education (PACE) program, complete within 
one year the physician prescribing course off ered by 
PACE and pay an administrative penalty of $5,000 within 
180 days. The basis for action was Dr. Reyes-Pescador’s 
failure to meet the standard of care or comply with 
guidelines for the use of pain medicines and his non-
therapeutic prescribing.

Richardson, Larry Alan, M.D., Lic. No. F4429, Spring      
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Larry Alan 
Richardson, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Richardson to have a physician monitor his practice 
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for eight monitoring cycles, complete within one year 
16 hours of CME including eight hours in treating 
obesity and eight in medical record-keeping and pay 
an administrative penalty of $3,000 within 60 days. The 
action was based on Dr. Richardson’s failure to maintain 
an adequate medical record for a patient, failure to 
practice medicine in an acceptable professional manner, 
nontherapeutic prescribing and failure to meet the 
standard of care.

Rivera, Diego, M.D., Lic. No. G1757, Lubbock   

On June 3, 2011, the Board and Diego Rivera, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Rivera to 
have his practice monitored for 12 monitoring cycles; 
complete within one year the medical record-keeping 
course off ered by the University of California San Diego 
Physician Assessment and Clinical Education (PACE) 
program; complete within one year eight hours of CME 
in the subject of diagnosing and treating chronic pain; 
and pay an administrative penalty of $3,000 within 60 
days. The Board found that Dr. Rivera did not comply 
with Board guidelines for the treatment of pain, failed to 
meet the standard of care in his treatment of a patient 
and prescribed or administered a drug or treatment that 
was nontherapeutic in nature.

Rodriguez, Francisco J., M.D., Lic. No. D3082, San 

Antonio

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Francisco Jose 
Rodriguez, M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order 
resolving a Formal Complaint fi led by the Board at the 
State Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings and requiring 
Dr. Rodriguez to have his practice monitored by another 
physician for 12 monitoring cycles, complete within 
18 months the medical record-keeping course off ered 
by the University of California San Diego Physician 
Assessment and Clinical Education (PACE) program, 
complete within 18 months 16 hours of CME in 
psychopharmacology and pay an administrative penalty 
of $1,000 within 60 days. The Board found Dr. Rodriguez 
failed to maintain adequate medical records, failed 
to treat a patient according to the generally accepted 
standard of care and prescribed drugs in a manner 
inconsistent with public health and welfare.

Salinas, Fulgencio P., M.D., Lic. No. G7325, 

Brownsville

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Fulgencio P. 
Salinas, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Salinas to refrain from allowing unlicensed persons 

to perform joint injections, to provide the Board within 
30 days a written policy on offi  ce procedures to handle 
autopsy requests and reports from families or their 
delegates, have his practice monitored by another 
physician for six monitoring cycles, pass within one year 
and within three attempts the Medical Jurisprudence 
Examination, complete within one year 24 hours of 
CME including eight hours in medical record-keeping 
and 16 hours in general rheumatology and pay an 
administrative penalty of $5,000 within 180 days. The 
Board found Dr. Salinas failed to maintain adequate 
medical records and failed to release medical records 
in a timely manner, failed to practice medicine in 
an acceptable professional manner, engaged in 
unprofessional conduct, non-therapeutically prescribed 
or administered a drug or treatment and delegated 
professional medical responsibility to an unqualifi ed 
person.

Saunders, R. Craig, M.D., Lic. No. J2779, Keller

On November 4, 2011, the Board and R. Craig Saunders, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order prohibiting Dr. 
Saunders from performing any procedures in his offi  ce 
that involve conscious sedation or in-offi  ce anesthesia 
until his offi  ce and procedures receive accreditation. In 
addition, the Order requires that: Dr. Saunders complete 
within one year 16 hours of CME including eight hours 
in physician-patient communication and eight hours in 
medical record-keeping, pass within one year and within 
three attempts the Medical Jurisprudence Examination 
and pay an administrative penalty of $7,000 within 60 
days. 

Shallin, Anthony Wolfe, M.D., Lic. No. J2323, 

Georgetown   
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Anthony Wolfe Shallin, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Shallin 
to pay an administrative penalty of $3,000 within 90 
days and complete within one year 16 hours of CME 
including eight in medical record-keeping and eight 
in urinary tract infections. The Board found that Dr. 
Shallin failed to meet the standard of care and engaged 
in unprofessional conduct which led to a delay in a 
patient’s diagnosis with bladder cancer.

Slater, James L., II, D.O., Lic. No. L6184, Richardson

On November 4, 2011, the Board and James Lee Slater, 
II, D.O., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order resolving 
a Formal Complaint fi led by the Board at the State 
Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings and requiring Dr. 
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Slater to undergo an independent medical evaluation 
and comply with any continued care and treatment, 
have his practice monitored by another physician for 12 
monitoring cycles, complete within one year 30 hours 
of coursework in the area of pain management and pass 
within one year and within three attempts the Medical 
Jurisprudence Examination. The Board found Dr. Slater 
failed to comply with Board guidelines for the treatment 
of pain and failed to meet the standard of care. 

Spencer, Mark Louis, D.O., Lic. No. L1207, Temple

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Mark Louis 
Spencer, D.O., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Spencer to complete within one year the Maintaining 
Proper Boundaries course off ered by The Center for 
Professional Health at Vanderbilt University, pass 
within one year and within three attempts the Medical 
Jurisprudence Examination, complete within one 
year eight hours of CME in medical record-keeping 
and pay an administrative penalty of $2,000 within 
60 days.Â  The Board found Dr. Spencer engaged in 
unprofessional conduct, inappropriately prescribed 
controlled substances to someone with whom there was 
a close, personal relationship and failed to comply with 
Board guidelines for treatment of pain when he wrote 
a narcotic prescription with four refi lls for a former co-
worker without keeping adequate medical records.

Simpson, Charles Blakely, M.D., Lic. No. J0265, San 

Antonio   
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Charles Blakely Simpson, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Simpson to pay an administrative penalty of $1,000 
within 60 days and complete within one year eight 
hours of CME in risk management. The Board found Dr. 
Simpson failed to use proper diligence in his treatment 
of one patient when Dr. Simpson failed to followup on 
the results of a patient’s CT scan.

Sloan, Matt, M.D., Lic. No. G5619, Garland    
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Matt Sloan, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Sloan to pass 
within one year and within three attempts the Medical 
Jurisprudence Exam, complete within one year 16 
hours of CME including eight hours in diagnosing and 
treating chronic pain and eight hours in ethics and pay 
an administrative penalty of $2,000 within 60 days. The 
action was based on Dr. Sloan’s refi lling pain medicine 
prescriptions over the internet for patients whom he 
never saw face-to-face.

Storey, Michael Arthur, M.D., Lic. No. J8383, Houston    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Michael Arthur 
Storey, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Storey to pay an administrative penalty of $2,000 
within 60 days. The Board found Dr. Storey failed to meet 
the standard of care and failed to safeguard against 
potential complications arising after hiatal hernia 
surgery on one patient    

Supnet, Benjamin Defante, M.D., Lic. No. L3152, 

Corpus Christi    
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Benjamin Defante 
Supnet, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Supnet to complete eight hours of CME in the topic 
of diagnosing and treating gynecological complications 
in surgery and pay an administrative penalty of 
$1,000 within 60 days. The Board found Dr. Supnet 
failed to meet the standard of care and was subject to 
disciplinary action taken by his peers.

Taube, Justina Pepple, M.D., Lic. No. J4553, 

Friendswood

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Justina Pepple 
Taube, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order publicly 
reprimanding Dr. Taube and requiring her to complete 
within one year the professional boundaries course 
off ered by The Center for Professional Health at 
Vanderbilt University, pass within one year and within 
three attempts the Medical Jurisprudence Exam, 
complete within one year 16 hours of CME including 
eight hours in medical record-keeping, four hours in the 
treatment of anxiety and four hours in the treatment 
of obesity and pay an administrative penalty of $5,000 
within 60 days. The action was based on Dr. Taube’s 
nontherapeutic prescribing, failure to meet the standard 
of care and unprofessional conduct by becoming 
fi nancially involved with a patient in an inappropriate 
manner.

True, Robert L., M.D., Lic. No. H0117, Colleyville

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Robert Leroy True, 
M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order resolving a 
Formal Complaint fi led by the Board at the State Offi  ce 
of Administrative Hearings and requiring Dr. True to 
complete within one year eight hours of CME in the 
subject of treating gastrointestinal complications during 
pregnancy and pay an administrative penalty of $1,000 
within 60 days. The basis for action was Dr. True’s failure 
to treat a patient according to the standard of care by 
failing to diagnose clostridium diffi  cile.
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Urrutia, Hector, M.D., Lic. No. F6144,  McAllen  

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Hector Urrutia, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Urrutia to 
complete within one year 16 hours of CME in the topic 
of cardiac medications and their applications. The action 
was based on Dr. Urrutia’s failure to safeguard against 
potential complications in his treatment of one patient.

Williams, Vernon F., M.D., Lic. No. H9732, San Antonio   

On June 3, 2011, the Board and Vernon F. Williams, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Williams 
to pass within one year and within three attempts the 
Medical Jurisprudence Examination, complete within 
one year 10 hours of CME in medical record-keeping and 
20 hours in bariatric medicine and related pharmacology 
and pay an administrative penalty of $2,000 within 60 
days. The Board found Dr. Williams prescribed dangerous 
drugs for two employees and a close family member 
without indication of an immediate need and without 
maintaining adequate medical records.

Young, John William, M.D., Lic. No. D6352, Houston

On November 4, 2011, the Board and John William 
Young, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Young to have another physician monitor his practice 
for 12 monitoring cycles, within 180 days complete the 
physician prescribing course off ered by the University 
of California San Diego Physician Assessment and 
Clinical Education (PACE) program, complete within 
each of the next two years eight hours of CME in medical 
record-keeping, pass within one year and within three 
attempts the Medical Jurisprudence Examination and 
pay an administrative penalty of $1,500 within 60 days. 
In addition, Dr. Young is not permitted to supervise or 
delegate prescriptive authority to physician extenders 
for at least one year. The action was based on Dr. Young’s 
failure to meet the standard of care, non-therapeutic 
prescribing controlled substances and dangerous drugs 
to 15 patients and failure to comply with Board rules for 
prescribing pain medications.

Zbylot, Philip L., M.D., Lic. No. E2962, Wimberley      
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Philip L. Zbylot, M.D., 
entered into a two-year Agreed Order prohibiting Dr. 
Zbylot from supervising or delegating medical tasks to 
other health care providers or unlicensed personnel. The 
order also requires Dr. Zbylot to: have another physician 
monitor his practice for eight monitoring cycles, pass 
within one year and within three attempts the Medical 
Jurisprudence Exam, complete within one year eight 

hours of CME in medical record-keeping and eight 
hours in risk management and pay an administrative 
penalty of $3,000 within two years. The Board found 
Dr. Zbylot provided medically unnecessary services 
to a patient and submitted improper billing, engaged 
in nontherapeutic prescribing, violated Board rules 
regarding complementary and alternative medicine and 
failed to meet the standard of care.

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Bradley Park 
Axline, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order publicly 
reprimanding Dr. Axline and subjecting him to the 
following terms and conditions for fi ve years: Obtain 
an independent medical evaluation from a psychiatrist 
within 30 days and follow all recommendations 
regarding continued care and treatment, complete 
within one year the professional boundaries course 
off ered by the University of California San Diego 
Physician Assessment and Clinical Education (PACE) 
program and pass within one year and within three 
attempts the Medical Jurisprudence Examination. The 
action was based on Dr. Axline’s unprofessional conduct 
when he was charged with assault causing bodily injury 
and resisting arrest and his writing prescriptions for a 
patient after the purported termination of the physician-
patient relationship.

Bray, Timothy Clark, D.O., Lic. No. H9496, Dallas   
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Timothy Clark 
Bray, D.O., entered into an Agreed Order publicly 
reprimanding Dr. Bray and requiring him to pass within 
one year the Medical Jurisprudence Examination within 
three attempts and pay an administrative penalty of 
$2,000 within 60 days. The basis for action was Dr. Bray’s 
failure to respond to Board requests for information and 
failure to cooperate with Board staff .

Chaudhry, Mohammad Akram, M.D., Lic. No. E2171, 

Fort Worth    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Mohammad Akram 
Chaudhry, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Chaudhry to pass within one year the Medical 
Jurisprudence Examination within three attempts, 
complete within one year eight hours of CME in ethics 
and complete within 30 days any delinquent required 
CME. The Board found Dr. Chaudhry traded samples of 
the medication Crestor to a pharmacy for the medication 
Carbodopa/Levadopa for his own use, a violation of law.
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Clark, Bliss Watson, II, M.D., Lic. No. H8605, Rancho 

Viejo     

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Bliss Watson Clark, 
II, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Clark 
to complete within one year eight hours of CME in risk 
management. The action was based on Dr. Clark’s fail-
ure to use proper diligence and his illegal purchase of 
devices not manufactured for use in the United States 
from an unlicensed distributor. After an investigation, 
the Texas Attorney General’s Offi  ce ordered Dr. Clark to 
pay in excess of $56,000 in restitution.

Cobos, Victor Luis, M.D., Lic. No. K8089, Denton   
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Victor Luis Cobos, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Cobos to 
complete within one year the “Maintaining Proper 
Boundaries” course at Sante Center for Healing in Argyle, 
complete within one year four hours of CME in patient-
physician communications and pay an administrative 
penalty of $1,000 within 60 days. The Board found Dr. 
Cobos behaved in an abusive or disruptive manner 
toward patients, patient family members and staff  at 
Presbyterian Hospital of Denton and another hospital.

Cruz, Ramon Apostol, M.D., Lic. No. K3703, Denton

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Ramon Apostol 
Cruz, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Cruz to obtain a mentoring physician and have his 
practice monitored by another physician with expertise 
in family practice for four monitoring cycles. The basis 
for action was Dr. Cruz’s becoming personally involved 
with a patient. 

Davenport, Dewitt Shelton, M.D., Lic. No. F9348, 

Harlingen    
 On August 26, 2011, the Board and Dewitt Shelton 
Davenport, M.D., entered into a 10-year Agreed Order 
publicly reprimanding Dr. Davenport and requiring 
him to pass within one year the Medical Jurisprudence 
Examination within three attempts, abstain from 
prohibited substances, participate in AA three times 
a week, submit to the Board letters from up to three 
board-certifi ed psychiatrists who agree to treat Dr. 
Davenport and comply with recommended care and 
treatment and pay an administrative penalty of $10,000 
within 180 days. The action was based on Dr. Davenport 
submitting false information to the Board related to 
his substance abuse history and inability to practice 
medicine with reasonable skill and safety to patients 
because of alcohol abuse.

Fasakin, Yemi M., M.D., Lic. No. M6607, Houston    
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Yemi M. Fasakin, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order publicly reprimanding Dr. 
Fasakin and requiring Dr. Fasakin to surrender his DEA 
and DPS controlled substance certifi cates; pass within 
one year the Medical Jurisprudence Examination, within 
three attempts; complete within one year the medical 
record-keeping course off ered by the University of 
California San Diego Physician Assessment and Clinical 
Education (PACE) program; complete within one year 
16 hours of CME  in chronic pain treatment; complete 
within one year eight hours of CME in risk management; 
and pay an administrative penalty of $5,000 within 
60 days. The Board found Dr. Fasakin engaged in 
unprofessional conduct, failed to meet the standard of 
care in for 10 chronic pain patients, aided and abetted 
the practice of medicine by an unlicensed person and 
delegated professional medical responsibility to a 
person whom Dr. Fasakin knew was unqualifi ed. 

Gorman, Mary Gwen, M.D., Lic. No. H3249, Austin

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Mary Gwen 
Gorman, M.D., entered into a 10-year Agreed Order 
publicly reprimanding Dr. Gorman and requiring her 
to pass within one year and within three attempts the 
Medical Jurisprudence Exam, undergo an independent 
medical evaluation by a psychiatrist and follow 
recommendations regarding continued care and 
treatment, abstain from consumption of prohibited 
substances except as prescribed by another physician 
for legitimate and documented therapeutic purposes 
and participate in AA or a similar program three times 
a week. In addition, Dr. Gorman may not possess or 
prescribe any controlled substances or dangerous 
drugs except as medically necessary for inpatients in a 
hospital setting where Dr. Gorman has privileges. The 
Board found Dr. Gorman failed to practice medicine 
in an acceptable professional manner and prescribed 
dangerous drugs or controlled substances without fi rst 
establishing a proper professional relationship with the 
patient. In addition, Dr. Gorman was arrested for driving 
without a license in February 2011; a search of her purse 
revealed medications not prescribed to her.

Gullapalli, Uma Rani, M.D., Lic. No. J1256, Victoria     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Uma Rani Gullapalli, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order suspending her 
license, staying the suspension after 90 days, and placing 
Dr. Gullapalli under the following terms and conditions: 
Dr. Gullapalli must request modifi cation of her DEA and 
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DPS controlled substance registrations within seven 
days to eliminate Schedules II through IV; may not treat 
chronic pain patients using opioids, benzodiazepines, 
barbiturates or carisoprodal; must have a physician 
monitor her practice for eight monitoring cycles; 
must pass within one year the Medical Jurisprudence 
Examination within three attempts; must complete 
within three months 24 hours of CME including eight 
hours in ethics, eight hours in medical record-keeping 
and eight hours in the treatment and identifi cation of 
chronic pain; may not supervise or delegate prescriptive 
authority to physician extenders; and must pay an 
administrative penalty of $5,000 within 60 days. The 
Board found Dr. Gullapalli delegated her authority to 
unqualifi ed individuals and gave others access to her 
prescription pads.

Jones, Andrew P., M.D., Lic. No. H1972, Sugar Land

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Andrew P. 
Jones, M.D., entered into a Mediated Agreed Order 
publicly reprimanding Dr. Jones and resolving a Formal 
Complaint fi led by the Board at the State Offi  ce of 
Administrative Hearings. The Order requires Dr. Jones 
to pass within one year and within three attempts the 
Medical Jurisprudence Exam, complete eight hours 
of CME in ethics and pay an administrative penalty 
of $10,000 within 60 days. The Board found Dr. Jones 
violated Board rules that govern the use of the internet 
in medical practice, used false or misleading advertising, 
non-therapeutically prescribed drugs or treatment and 
failed to practice medicine in an acceptable professional 
manner.

Key, James David, Sr., M.D., Lic. No. E3339, 

Brownsville     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and James David Key Sr., 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Key 
to immediately complete all prerequisites to become 
eligible to enter the PACE (Physician Assessment 
and Clinical Education) Phase II program and then 
immediately enter and complete the program. The 
Board found Dr. Key failed to comply with the terms and 
conditions of his 2010 Agreed Order.

Kilgore, Michael Ray, M.D., Lic. No. H1123, McAllen

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Michael Ray 
Kilgore, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Kilgore to complete within one year eight hours of 
CME in medical record-keeping, pass within one year 
and within three attempts the Medical Jurisprudence 

Examination, pay an administrative penalty of $5,000 
within 60 days and within 90 days submit written offi  ce 
policies that address the receipt, inventory, storage 
arrangements and responsibility for drug samples. The 
action was based on Dr. Kilgore’s failure to cooperate 
with Board staff  and failure to maintain drug sample 
dispensing logs.

Koch, Justin Lee, M.D., Lic. No. M7339, Dallas

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Justin Lee Koch, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Koch to 
pay an administrative penalty of $5,000 within 60 days. 
The action was based on Dr. Koch’s violation of his 2009 
Order. 

Nimchan, Ralph, M.D., Lic. No. E3075, Laredo   

On June 3, 2011, the Board and Ralph Nimchan, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Nimchan to 
complete within one year 20 hours of CME including 
eight hours in the topic of professional boundaries, eight 
hours in risk management and four hours in medical 
record-keeping and pay an administrative penalty of 
$3,000 within 60 days. The Board determined that Dr. 
Nimchan behaved in an inappropriate manner with a 
patient and failed to maintain adequate medical records.

Reyes, Mateo, M.D., Lic. No. K5676, Laredo    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Mateo Reyes, M.D., 
entered into a two-year Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Reyes to pass within one year the Medical Jurisprudence 
Examination within three attempts, have a chaperone 
anytime Dr. Reyes examines a female patient and pay 
an administrative penalty of $5,000 within 60 days. The 
action was based on Dr. Reyes’ becoming personally 
involved with a patient in an inappropriate manner.

Roby, Russell R., M.D., Lic. No. E1255, Austin    
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Russell R. Roby, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order publicly reprimanding 
Dr. Roby and requiring Dr. Roby to complete within one 
year the professional boundaries course off ered by the 
University of California San Diego Physician Assessment 
and Clinical Education (PACE) program, complete within 
one year the medical record-keeping course off ered by 
PACE, pass within one year and within three attempts 
the Medical Jurisprudence Examination, complete 
within one year eight hours of CME in ethics, continue 
his treatment concerning his bipolar disorder, submit 
within 30 days all of his written media, commercials, 
advertisements and other materials for review to the 
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Board’s Compliance Division to demonstrate they are 
in strict compliance with provisions of Dr. Roby’s 2007 
Agreed Order as it relates to disclosures, and pay an 
administrative penalty of $3,000 within 60 days. The 
Board determined that Dr. Roby entered into a sexual 
relationship with a patient, violated a 2007 Agreed 
Order by not disclosing all the ingredients in a non-FDA-
approved formulation used by Dr. Roby; failed to use 
diligence in his practice and did not maintain adequate 
medical records.

Salzer, Thomas, M.D., Lic. No. J5638, College Station   
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Thomas Salzer, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Salzer to 
complete within one year eight hours of CME in risk 
management and complete within one year an ICM-
coding course with in-person attendance. The action 
was based on Dr. Salzer’s unprofessional conduct when 
he submitted an improper billing statement.

Smith, Stephen Harkness, M.D., Lic. No. J0271, San 

Angelo

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Stephen Harkness 
Smith, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Smith to undergo an independent medical evaluation 
by a board-certifi ed psychiatrist and follow all 
recommendations, and pay an administrative penalty 
of $1,000 within 60 days. The basis for action was Dr. 
Smith’s failure to timely respond to communications 
from the Board, failure to properly comply with Board 
rules regarding the closure of his medical practice and 
his unprofessional conduct toward a former patient.

Spurlock, William Marcus, M.D., Lic. No. J7209, Dallas    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and William Marcus 
Spurlock, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order publicly 
reprimanding Dr. Spurlock and requiring him to pay an 
administrative penalty of $2,000 within 60 days. The 
Board found Dr. Spurlock violated terms and conditions 
of his 2009 Order pertaining to required CME.

Voskuhl, Gene Wayne, M.D., Lic. No. N1945, Dallas

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Gene Wayne 
Voskuhl, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order publicly 
reprimanding Dr. Voskuhl and requiring him to have 
a chaperone present when he examines a patient, 
complete within one year eight hours of CME in ethics, 
complete within one year the professional boundaries 
course off ered by the Center for Professional Health at 
Vanderbilt University, pay an administrative penalty of 

$3,000 within 60 days and give a copy of this Agreed 
Order to any and all current and prospective employers. 
The action was based on Dr. Voskuhl’s unprofessional 
conduct when he engaged in sexually inappropriate 
behavior with a patient.

Weaver, Harry T., Jr., M.D., Lic. No. H4784, Levelland    
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Harry T. Weaver Jr., M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order publicly reprimanding 
Dr. Weaver and requiring Dr. Weaver to undergo an 
independent medical evaluation and comply with 
recommended care and treatment by a psychiatrist, 
continue seeing his treating psychologist twice a 
month, complete within one year 16 hours of CME in 
anger management and pay an administrative penalty 
of $5,000 within 60 days. The basis for action was Dr. 
Weaver’s unprofessional conduct relating to his June 
2010 arrest on a felony charge of assault, arising out 
of a domestic violence incident that occurred after Dr. 
Weaver had been drinking.

REVOCATION

Collier, John Clayton, M.D., Lic. No. K0279, Dallas

On November 4, 2011, the Board entered a Default 
Order revoking the license of John Clayton Collier, M.D. 
The basis for action was Dr. Collier’s failure to provide 
requested records for six patients, failure to respond to 
Board requests for information or to a Board subpoena. 
The Board found Dr. Collier obstructed the Board’s ability 
to analyze his prescribing practices, which poses a risk to 
the public.

Gibson, Donald, II, M.D., Lic. No. H5209, Houston

On November 4, 2011, the Board entered a Final Order 
revoking the license of Donald Gibson II, M.D., and 
resolving a formal complaint fi led against Dr. Gibson by 
the Board at the State Offi  ce of Administrative Hearings. 
The Board found Dr. Gibson failed to comply with 
Orders issued against him in 2008, 2009 and 2010 and 
continued writing prescriptions for Schedule II and III 
drugs after the Board withdrew his authority to do so.

VOLUNTARY SUSPENSION

Harris, Sabrina Denise, M.D., Lic. No. J2057, Austin

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Sabrina Denise 
Harris, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order of Voluntary 
Suspension, suspending Dr. Harris’s license until she 
requests in writing to have the suspension lifted and 
provides clear and convincing information that indicates 
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that she is physically, mentally and otherwise competent 
to safely practice medicine. The Board found Dr. Harris 
is unable to practice medicine safely due to a mental 
condition.

VOLUNTARY SURRENDER

Akkanti, Venkat Reddy, M.D., Lic. No. J8868, Bastrop   
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Venkat Reddy Akkanti, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Voluntary Surrender 
Order in which Dr. Akkanti permanently and voluntarily 
surrendered his license, thus resolving any complaints 
currently before the Board. The Board found Dr. Akkanti 
failed to practice medicine in an acceptable manner 
when he non-therapeutically prescribed large amounts 
of promethazine with codeine to numerous patients 
without legitimate medical necessity or adequate 
documentation.

Brashear, Doyle Hubbard, M.D., Lic. No. C4954, Lufkin

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Doyle Hubbard 
Brashear, M.D., entered into an Agreed Voluntary 
Surrender Order in which Dr. Brashear agreed to 
voluntarily and permanently surrender his medical 
license in lieu of fulfi lling the terms of his April 2010 
Agreed Order, which was based on his failure to 
maintain adequate medical records, and his failure to 
follow board rules on the treatment of pain.

Campbell, Andrew William, M.D., Lic. No. G7790, 

Houston

On November 4, 2011, the Board entered a Voluntary 
Surrender Order regarding Andrew William Campbell, 
M.D., requiring Dr. Campbell to immediately cease 
practice in Texas. The surrender resolves any complaints 
before the Board including Dr. Campbell’s June 2011 
Final Order (SOAH Case No. 503-04-5717). Dr. Campbell 
stated that he is unable to comply with certain 
provisions of the Final Order due to fi nancial and health 
reasons.

Casey, James G., M.D., Lic. No. C6128, Abilene      
On August 26, 2011, the Board and James G. Casey, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Voluntary Surrender Order that 
requires Dr. Casey to immediately cease practice in Texas. 
The action was based on Dr. Casey’s inability to practice 
medicine with reasonable skill and safety to patients due 
to a physical impairment.

Castro-Borrero, Wanda, M.D., Lic. No. M9199, 

Farmington CT

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Wanda Castro-
Borrero, M.D., entered into an Agreed Voluntary 
Surrender Order, in which the Board accepted the 
voluntary and permanent surrender of Dr. Castro-
Borrero’s Texas medical license. Dr. Castro-Borrero 
is primarily engaged as medical school faculty in 
Connecticut.

Chavez, Armando, M.D., Lic. No. J8487, Houston   

On June 3, 2011, the Board and Armando Chavez, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Voluntary Surrender Order 
requiring Dr. Chavez to immediately cease practice in 
Texas. Dr. Chavez, who was subject to a previous Board 
Order, determined that he no longer desired to practice 
medicine. 

Dickey, William James, M.D., Lic. No. D0445, Houston

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Williams James 
Dickey, M.D., entered into an Agreed Voluntary 
Surrender Order in which Dr. Dickey, 81, agreed to 
permanently surrender his Texas medical license in lieu 
of further proceedings related to the maintaining of 
adequate medical records for a number of patients. 

Facello, James Anthony, D.O., Lic. No. K3723, Kilgore      
On June 3, 2011, the Board and James Anthony Facello, 
D.O., entered into an Agreed Order of Voluntary 
Surrender, in which the Board accepted the permanent 
surrender of Dr. Facello’s license. That basis for action 
was Dr. Facello’s inability to safely practice medicine 
because of a physical condition.

Finch, Albert Benton, M.D., Lic. No. C3297, Odessa     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Albert Benton Finch, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Voluntary Surrender Order 
requiring Dr. Finch to voluntarily and permanently 
surrender his medical license, based on his inability to 
practice due to a physical condition.

Ho, Richard Kay-Yin, M.D., Lic. No. F6254, Cupertino 

CA

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Richard Kay-Yin 
Ho, M.D., entered into an Agreed Voluntary Surrender 
Order in which Dr. Ho permanently surrendered his 
Texas medical license in lieu of further proceedings. The 
Board found that Dr. Ho was the subject of a disciplinary 
action by the California Medical Board in 1996 and did 
not update his profi le with the TMB; Dr. Ho has no plans 
to return to medical practice in Texas.
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Hutchens, Jerome Enos, M.D., Lic. No. C5733, 

Houston       
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Jerome Enos 
Hutchens, M.D., entered into an Agreed Voluntary 
Surrender Order in which Dr. Hutchens agreed to 
surrender his medical license due to physical health 
problems.

Joachim, Dan, M.D., Lic. No. TM00054, Covington, LA     
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Dan Joachim, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Voluntary Surrender Order 
in which Dr. Joachim agreed to voluntarily and 
permanently surrender his Texas telemedicine license. 
In August 2010, Dr. Joachim was indicted by a federal 
grand jury in Louisiana on charges of receipt and 
possession of child pornography.

Kassanoff , Arnold Howard, M.D., Lic. No. D0394, 

Dallas     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Arnold Howard 
Kassanoff , M.D., entered into an Agreed Order of 
Voluntary Surrender requiring Dr. Kassanoff  to 
immediately cease practicing in Texas. Dr. Howard was 
diagnosed with a medical condition which precludes 
him from practicing medicine with reasonable skill and 
safety to patients.

Mulder, Lucas Donald, M.D., Lic. No. J6182, Alice      
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Lucas Donald Mulder, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order of Voluntary 
Surrender in which Dr. Mulder surrendered his medical 
license, resolving any matters pending before the Board. 
In addition, Dr. Mulder is required to surrender his DEA 
and DPS certifi cations and destroy all of his prescription 
pads within 14 days. The Board found Dr. Mulder failed 
to comply with Board guidelines for the use of pain 
medicines.

Weidner, Carol Davenport, M.D., Lic. No. J8076, 

Flower Mound     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Carol Davenport 
Weidner, M.D., entered into an Agreed Voluntary 
Surrender Order requiring Dr. Weidner to immediately 

cease practice in Texas. In addition, Dr. Weidner may not 
petition the Board for reinstatement of her Texas license 
for a year. The action was based on Dr. Weidner’s inability 
to safely practice medicine due to a physical or mental 
condition.  

IMPAIRMENT

Andrews, William Alan, M.D., Lic. No. F6394, 

Friendswood    
On June 3, 2011, the Board and William Alan Andrews, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order terminating his 
2007 suspension and requiring Dr. Andrews to limit 
his medical practice to a group or institutional setting 
approved by the Board, limit his work week to 40 hours, 
continue treatments with his current psychiatrist and 
pass within one year and within three attempts the 
Special Purpose Examination. In addition, Dr. Andrews 
is not permitted to supervise or delegate prescriptive 
authority to physician extenders. The Board found Dr. 
Andrews in compliance with all terms and conditions 
of his 2007 Order which suspended his license until he 
could provide evidence of his competency to safely 
practice medicine.

Caddell, James Donald, M.D., Lic. No. F6497, Dallas   

On June 3, 2011, the Board and James Donald Caddell, 
M.D., entered into a 10-year Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Caddell to abstain from prohibited substances, promptly 
pay all costs related to drug and alcohol screening, 
seek continued care and treatment from a psychiatrist, 
surrender DEA and DPS controlled substance certifi cates, 
limit his practice to a group or institutional setting 
approved by the Board, participate in Alcoholics 
Anonymous fi ve times a week and pass within one year 
and within three attempts the Medical Jurisprudence 
Examination. In addition, Dr. Caddell may not treat or 
otherwise serve as a physician for his immediate family 
or prescribe dangerous drugs with addictive potential to 
himself or his immediate family, and may not supervise 
any physician assistants or advanced nurse practitioners. 
The Order was based on Dr. Caddell’s violation of 
Board Rules regarding pain management treatment, 
inability to practice medicine with reasonable skill and 
safety to patients because of excessive use of drugs, 
inappropriate prescription of controlled substances to 
oneself and nontherapeutic prescribing. 
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Dobson, Walter Albert, D.O., Lic. No. F2636, Grand 

Prairie

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Walter Albert 
Dobson, D.O., entered into an Agreed Order suspending 
Dr. Dobson’s license and requiring him to undergo 
a professional assessment, abstain from prohibited 
substances, participate in the Board’s drug testing 
program, participate in AA or a similar program fi ve 
times a week and refrain from supervising or delegating 
prescriptive authority to physician extenders. The basis 
for action is Dr. Dobson’s inability to practice medicine 
with reasonable skill and safety to patients because of 
excessive use of drugs and his mental condition caused 
by a traumatic brain injury.

Fontenot, William Lindsey, M.D., Lic. No. L0176, 

Lawrenceburg TN

On November 4, 2011, the Board and William Lindsey 
Fontenot, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order that bars 
Dr. Fontenot from practicing in Texas until he requests 
in writing to do so, personally appears before the Board 
and provides suffi  cient evidence that he is physically 
and mentally competent to safely practice. Dr. Fontenot 
was disciplined by the Tennessee Board of Medical 
Examiners based on his impairment due to alcoholism 
and unprofessional conduct related to misdemeanor 
convictions related to driving while intoxicated and 
possession of a fi rearm while intoxicated.

Glidden, Weldon Edward, D.O., Lic. No. G3397, 

Chillicothe     

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Weldon Edward 
Glidden, D.O., entered into an Agreed Order temporarily 
suspending Dr. Glidden’s license for 60 days and 
requiring Dr. Glidden to undergo an independent 
medical evaluation by a psychiatrist and comply with 
any recommended care and treatment. In addition, Dr. 
Glidden must abstain from alcohol, dangerous drugs, 
controlled substances or any substance that may cause 
a positive drug or alcohol test; participate in AA fi ve 
times a week; refrain from prescribing Schedule II-V 
substances except for immediate need; refrain from 
serving as a physician for his immediate family; pass 
the Medical Jurisprudence Examination within three 
attempts, within one year; complete within one year 
10 hours of CME in ethics. The Board found Dr. Glidden 
used drugs or alcohol in a manner that could endanger a 
patient’s life, failed to practice medicine in an acceptable 
professional manner and inappropriately prescribed 
dangerous drugs and controlled substances to himself 

and family members.

Hamid, Stacy Elise, M.D., Lic. No. N5095, Frisco   

On August 26, 2011, the Board and Stacy Elise Hamid, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order continuing 
the suspension of Dr. Hamid’s license until she has 
maintained sobriety for at least one year (Dr. Hamid’s 
stated sobriety date is October 15, 2010) and requiring 
her to abstain from prohibited substances, submit 
within 30 days the names of up to three board-
certifi ed psychiatrists who agreed to serve as Dr. 
Hamid’s treating psychiatrist, undergo monitoring 
for continued care and treatment, undergo within 
30 days a complete examination by a board-certifi ed 
sleep medicine physician and comply with care and 
treatment and refrain from supervising or delegating 
to physician extenders. The action was based on Dr. 
Hamid’s suspension from Coon Memorial Hospital, her 
intemperate use of alcohol or drugs that could endanger 
a patient’s life and her unprofessional or dishonorable 
conduct.

Jimenez, Maurecio Ernesto, M.D., Lic. No.  J9720, El 

Paso

On August 26, 2011, the board and Maurecio Ernesto 
Jimenez, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order lifting Dr. 
Jimenez’ June 27 Temporary Suspension and requiring 
Dr. Jimenez to participate in the Texas Physician’s 
Health Program, comply with all requirements of the 
El Paso Physician’s Health Program until he is fully 
engaged in the Texas PHP Program, complete an anger 
management course prior to returning to the practice 
of medicine, refrain from applying for DEA and DPS 
controlled substance registration for two years and pass 
within one year the Medical Jurisprudence Examination 
within three attempts. In addition, Dr. Jimenez may not 
have any samples of drugs with addictive potential in his 
offi  ce and may not supervise physician extenders. The 
basis for the board’s action was Dr. Jimenez’ prescription 
of dangerous drugs or controlled substances without 
establishing proper professional relationships with 
patients, inappropriate prescribing to himself, family 
members or others with whom he has a close personal 
relationship, behaving in a disruptive manner, writing 
false or fi ctitious prescriptions and inability to practice 
medicine with reasonable skill and safety to patients 
because of a mental or physical condition.
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Morales Mendez, Jacobo, M.D., Permit No. 

BP10031804, El Paso   
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Jacobo Morales Mendez, 
M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Morales Mendez to enter into the Texas Physician Health 
Program. The action was based on Dr. Morales Mendez’s 
use of alcohol in an intemperate manner that could 
endanger a patient’s life.

Norton, Linda Eck, M.D., Lic. No. E5872, Austin     
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Linda Eck Norton, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order of Voluntary Surrender 
requiring Dr. Norton to immediately cease practice in 
Texas. The action was based on an impairment that 
makes Dr. Norton unable to practice medicine with 
reasonable skill and safety.

Read, Edwin, M.D., Lic. No. C1974, Grand Prairie

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Edwin Read, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Voluntary Surrender Order 
in which Dr. Read, who is 87, agreed to permanently 
surrender his Texas medical license due to signifi cant 
physical health problems.

Sabates, Felix Nabor, Jr., M.D., Lic. No. J2773, 

Houston     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Felix Nabor Sabates 
Jr., M.D., entered into an Agreed Order of Suspension 
that continues Dr. Sabates’ July 2010 temporary 
suspension and requires Dr. Sabates to abstain from 
alcohol and other prohibited substances. The Board 
found Dr. Sabates falsely used the term “board certifi ed” 
in advertising, failed to meet requirements for notice 
to patients upon closure of his offi  ce due to his July 
2010 temporary suspension, used alcohol or drugs in 
an intemperate manner that could endanger the lives 
of patients, pre-signed prescription forms and violated 
state and federal law.

Szumlas, Rick Alan, M.D., Lic. No. L3154, Paris       
On June 3, 2011, the Board and Rick Alan Szumlas, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order lifting Dr. Szumlas’ March 
2011 suspension and requiring Dr. Szumlas to receive 
care and treatment from a Board-approved psychiatrist 
twice a month and limit his practice to a group or 
institutional setting approved in advance. The treating 
psychiatrist must provide written reports to the Board 
no less than quarterly each year during Dr. Szumlas’ 
treatment. The reports shall include current diagnosis, 
treatment regimen, treatment compliance, follow-up 

recommendations and prognosis. The action was based 
on the Board’s fi nding that Dr. Szumlas suff ers from a 
mental impairment when not receiving appropriate and 
regular treatment for his mental condition.

Wesson, Mae Edwardna, M.D., Lic. No. F2103, 

Beaumont    
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Mae Edwardna 
Wesson, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order reinstating 
Dr. Wesson’s medical license conditioned upon several 
terms, including ,  completion of treatment with a board-
approved psychiatrist, limitation of practice to a group 
or institutional setting, and working under the direct 
supervision of another physician prior to independently 
providing patient care. In addition, Dr. Wesson must 
complete within one year fi ve hours of CME in offi  ce-
based ophthalmology. The Board’s original action 
in suspending Dr. Wesson’s license was entered into 
voluntarily by Dr. Wesson in 2009, after her self-report 
that she had suff ered an episode of depression after 
experiencing great stress as a result of Hurricane Ike, 
and further fi ndings by the Board that her depression 
resulted in her failing to properly transition the care 
of her patients to another physician after closing her 
practice.   The Board’s action in lifting the suspension 
is based upon fi ndings that Dr. Wesson achieved a full 
recovery, and is physically and mentally competent to 
safely practice medicine.

Arafi les, Rolando German, Jr., Lic. No. K4855, Kermit

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Rolando German 
Arafi les, Jr., M.D., entered into a Voluntary Surrender 
Order in which Dr. Arafi les agreed to cease practice and 
voluntarily and permanently surrender his Texas Medical 
License on November 11, 2011. The action was based 
on Dr. Arafi les being charged with a felony; the Board 
accepted the surrender of Dr. Arafi les’ Texas license in 
lieu of further disciplinary hearings.

Boland, Howard Leland, M.D., Lic. No. G3166, 

Dickinson   
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Howard Leland 
Boland, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Boland to refrain from obtaining Controlled Substances 
Registrations until receiving written authorization 
from the Board, pass within one year the Medical 
Jurisprudence Examination within three attempts and 
complete within one year an eight-hour class in risk 
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management. The Board found Dr. Boland committed a 
criminal violation of the Medical Practice Act when the 
Drug Enforcement Agency found Dr. Boland maintained 
controlled substances in his offi  ce without properly 
securing them.

Clardy, Christina Joy, M.D., Lic. No. G2929, Houston

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Christina Joy 
Clardy, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order of Voluntary 
Revocation, revoking her Texas medical license. Dr. 
Clardy is not licensed to practice in another state. The 
basis for action was Dr. Clardy’s conviction in federal 
court for conspiracy, health care fraud and mail fraud.

Habib, Vivian M., M.D., Lic. No. L7742, Pearland     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Vivian M. Habib, M.D., 
entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. Habib to pass 
within one year the Medical Jurisprudence Examination 
within three attempts, complete eight hours of CME 
including four hours in ethics and four hours in risk 
management and pay an administrative penalty of 
$2,000 within 90 days. The Board found Dr. Habib was 
placed on deferred adjudication for a misdemeanor 
related to the practice of medicine, inappropriately pre-
signed prescriptions and failed to report criminal issues 
on her license renewal in 2008.

Houchin, Jerry D., D.O., Lic. No. D1223, Winnsboro     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Jerry D. Houchin, 
D.O., entered into an Agreed Voluntary Surrender Order 
requiring Dr. Houchin to immediately cease practice in 
Texas. The Board found Dr. Houchin was charged with 
forging or altering the signature of another physician 
on a counterfeit prescription form and using those 
prescriptions to obtain medications.

Kim, Benjamin Hansuk, M.D., Lic. No. L3719, Plano

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Benjamin Hansuk 
Kim, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Kim to pass within one year the Medical Jurisprudence 
Examination within three attempts. The Board found 
Dr. Kim fraudulently obtained controlled substances 
for himself by altering a prescription so he could obtain 
multiple refi lls. Dr. Kim was charged with a felony and is 
currently participating in a pre-trial diversion program; 
charges will be dropped upon Dr. Kim’s successful 
completion of the program. 

Orlov, Alexander, D.O., Lic. No. J4402, Lufkin     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Alexander Orlov, 
D.O., entered into an Agreed Order of Voluntary 

Revocation requiring Dr. Orlov to immediately cease 
practicing medicine. The action was based on Dr. Orlov’s 
fi nal conviction of a felony. Dr. Orlov pled guilty to felony 
charges of conspiracy to defraud Medicare and Medicaid 
and was sentenced to a 15-month prison term.

Paige, Robert Warren, M.D., Lic. No. D7230, Amarillo

On November 4, 2011, the Board and Robert Warren 
Paige, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order revoking 
his license, staying the revocation and placing him on 
probation under certain terms and conditions: Dr. Paige 
must pass within one year and within three attempts 
the Medical Jurisprudence Examination and complete 
for each of the next two years 12 hours of CME in ethics. 
The Board found Dr. Paige was convicted of a felony 
unrelated to the practice of medicine. 

Valdez, Anthony Francis, M.D., Lic. No. H2862, El Paso       
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Anthony Francis 
Valdez, M.D., entered into an Agreed Order of Voluntary 
Revocation requiring Dr. Valdez to immediately cease 
practicing medicine. The basis for action was Dr. 
Valdez’s conviction of a felony and his violation of a law 
connected with the physician’s practice of medicine.

Gershon, Julian Robert, Jr., D.O., Lic. No. G9462, 

Grand Junction CO     
On August 26, 2011, the Board and Julian Robert 
Gershon Jr., D.O., entered into an Agreed Order requiring 
Dr. Gershon to pay an administrative penalty of $1,000 
within 60 days. The basis for action was disciplinary 
action taken by Dr. Gershon’s peers at Community 
Hospital. 

Slayton, James Leonard, Jr., D.O., Lic. No. K9471, 

Woodville   
On June 3, 2011, the Board and James Leonard Slayton 
Jr., D.O., entered into an Agreed Order requiring Dr. 
Slayton to verify within 30 days that he has completed 
all delinquent patient charts that were the subject 
of investigation for this case and complete within 
one year 16 hours of CME including eight hours in 
risk management and eight hours in medical record-
keeping. The Board found Dr. Slayton’s privileges at 
College Station Medical Center were suspended for 
delinquent medical records.
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AUTOMATIC SUSPENSION

Atchley, Michael Reginald, M.D., Lic. No. H9759, Boyd

On June 15, 2011, the Board entered an Order of 
Automatic Suspension, suspending the license of 
Michael Reginald Atchley, M.D. The action was based 
on Dr. Atchley’s intemperate use of alcohol or drugs in a 
manner that could endanger a patient’s life, his testing 
positive for cocaine in 2009, his guilty plea on one count 
of possession of a controlled substance and deferred 
adjudication for two years and his defaulting on his 
student loan.

Lueskow’s approved treating psychiatrist, comply with 
recommended treatment and rehabilitation and provide 
a copy of this order to his supervising physician who 
shall report quarterly to the Board on Mr. Lueskow’s clini-
cal performance and professional abilities. Mr. Lueskow, 
who served two tours in Iraq and who is also licensed to 
practice in Georgia and Wisconsin, reported to the Board 
that he had pled guilty to a felony charge of arson and 
was placed on deferred adjudication. The Board found 
Mr. Lueskow suff ered a psychiatric episode in Georgia 
and he was later diagnosed with post-traumatic stress 
disorder, bipolar disorder and traumatic brain injury.

Torrente, Aldo, PA, Lic. No. PA04312, Denison    
On December 9, 2011, the Texas Physician Assistant 
Board and Aldo Torrente, PA, entered into an Agreed 
Order requiring Mr. Torrente to complete within one 
year 16 hours of CME including eight hours in medical 
record-keeping and eight hours in risk management. The 
Board found Mr. Torrente failed to maintain adequate 
medical records and failed to use proper diligence in his 
professional practice.

Tunner, Van Michael, PA, Lic. No. PA00735, Victoria  

On December 9, 2011, the Texas Physician Assistant 
Board and Van Michael Tunner, PA, entered into a Volun-
tary Surrender Order in which Mr. Tunner voluntarily and 
permanently surrendered his Texas Physician Assistant 
license. Mr. Tunner requested to voluntarily surrender his 
license in lieu of further disciplinary proceedings related 
to his unauthorized prescribing of controlled substances.
          
Kett, Mark Henry, PA, Lic. No. PA00431, Carollton   

On December 9, 2011, the Texas Physician Assistant 
Board and Mark Henry Kett, PA, entered into a Mediated 
Agreed Order requiring Mr. Kett to pay an administrative 
penalty of $1,500 within 90 days, request modifi cation 
of his DEA and DPS controlled substances certifi cates 
to eliminate Schedules II and III, and abstain from con-
sumption of prohibited substances. The Board found Mr. 
Kett demonstrated a medical or physical condition that 
impairs safe practice as a physician assistant.

Valdez, Michael Santos, P.A., Lic. No. PA00794, San 

Antonio   

On July 8, 2011, the Texas Physician Assistant Board and 
Michael Santos Valdez, P.A., entered into an Agreed Or-
der requiring Mr. Valdez to pay an administrative penalty 
of $750 within 60 days. The Board found Mr. Valdez failed 
to report a change of address to the Board in a timely 
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manner and prescribed controlled substances with an 
expired DPS certifi cate.

Cook, Thomas Ralph, P.A., Lic. No. PA05138, Alice      
On July 8, 2011, the Texas Physician Assistant Board and 
Thomas Ralph Cook, P.A., entered into an Agreed Order 
requiring Mr. Cook to off er each patient a chaperone 
during the patient encounter, have a physician monitor 
his practice for eight monitoring cycles, complete within 
one year 24 hours of CME including eight hours in ethics, 
eight hours in medical record-keeping and eight hours 
in risk management, and complete a 20-hour profession-
al boundaries course off ered by the Vanderbilt University 
Center for Professional Health. The Board found Mr. Cook 
engaged in sexually inappropriate behavior towards a 
patient, failed to use diligence in his practice and failed 
to practice in an acceptable manner consistent with 
public health and welfare.

Gonzalez, Miguel Angel, P.A., Lic. No. PA01156, Edin-

burg     
On July 8, 2011, the Texas Physician Assistant Board and 
Miguel Angel Gonzalez, P.A., entered into an Agreed 
Voluntary Surrender Order in which Mr. Gonzales volun-
tarily and permanently surrendered his physician assis-
tant license due to an illness or condition.

Nolen, John Edward, P.A., Lic. No. PA01635, Montalba   
On July 8, 2011, the Texas Physician Assistant Board 
and John Edward Nolen, P.A., entered an Agreed Order 
requiring Mr. Nolen to have his practice monitored by a 
physician for four monitoring cycles, complete 16 hours 
of CME including eight hours in cardiac conditions and 
eight hours in gastrointestinal conditions, and refrain 
from working as a physician assistant beyond 40 hours 
per week. The Board found Mr. Nolen failed to meet the 
standard of care, failed to safeguard against potential 
complications and was subject to disciplinary action 
taken by his peers.

Simmons, Lawrence A., P.A.-C., Lic. No. PA03677, 

Houston   
On July 8, 2011, the Texas Physician Assistant Board and 
Lawrence A. Simmons, P.A.-C., entered into an Agreed 
Order requiring Mr. Simmons to have a physician 
monitor his practice for 12 monitoring cycles, complete 
within one year the medical record-keeping course 
off ered by the University of California San Diego Physi-
cian Assessment and Clinical Education (PACE) program, 

complete within one year 40 hours of CME in the treat-
ment of chronic pain and pay an administrative penalty 
of $3,000 within 60 days. The Board found Mr. Simmons 
failed to meet the standard of care and engaged in non-
therapeutic prescribing for patients reporting symptoms 
of chronic pain.

Fortner, David Max, P.A.-C., Lic. No. PA00245, Pales-

tine   
On July 8, 2011, the Texas Physician Assistant Board 
and David Max Fortner, P.A.-C., entered into a Mediated 
Agreed Order publicly reprimanding Mr. Fortner and 
requiring Mr. Fortner to complete within one year 30 
hours of CME including 10 hours in risk management, 10 
hours in cardiovascular diseases and 10 hours in medi-
cal record-keeping, and pay an administrative penalty 
of $2,500 within 180 days. The Board found Mr. Fortner 
failed to meet the standard of care in his treatment of a 
patient.

Toombs, Tammy, P.A., Lic. No. PA02118, San Antonio     
On July 8, 2011, the Texas Physician Assistant Board and 
Tammy Toombs, P.A., entered into an Agreed Order sus-
pending the license of Ms. Toombs, staying the suspen-
sion, and placing Ms. Toombs on probation for 10 years 
under the following terms and conditions: abstain from 
prohibited substances including alcohol in any form and 
dangerous drugs, be evaluated by a psychiatrist and 
comply with all recommendations regarding continued 
care and treatment, work no more than 20 hours per 
week and under direct supervision by a physician and 
participate in Alcoholics Anonymous. The action was 
based on Ms. Toombs’ unprofessional conduct and in-
ability to safely perform as a physician assistant due to 
habitual use of drugs or alcohol.
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
