program; automatic suspension of license for positive test.

o Submit to alcohol and drug screens by any approved physician.

o AA meetings two times each week.

o Must furnish reports regarding physical or mental condition on request.

o Shall not unilaterally withdraw from evaluation, care or treatment.

o Notify Compliance upon discontinuation of care or treatment.

o May supervise PAs and APNS.

o Probation appearance at least once 1% year and then on request.
