Agenda item #3, Discussion, recommendation and possible action regarding 

proposed amendments to Chapter 190, Disciplinary Guidelines, to include standards for 

Medical Directors. After discussion, Dr. Pascua-Lim moved, Dr. Benavides seconded, and 

the motion passed to recommend the proposed amendments to Chapter 190, Disciplinary 

Guidelines, to include standards for Medical Directors be presented to the Enforcement 

Stakeholders Work Group for review and comments and then be brought back to the 

Disciplinary Process Review Committee for further action. Ms. Southard voted against the 

motion.

Board of Chiropractic Examiners rule 75.17. Ms. Shackelford gave a report on the Texas 

Chiropractic Boardճ adoption of proposed rules concerning acupuncture and scope of practice 



that provide that chiropractors may use needles as set out by the Texas Board of Chiropractic 

Examiners. The Board discussed concerns with the Chiropractic Boardճ scope of practice.
